In order to get the best information in each area, each travel agent in your agency will take on a different role.  The roles are as follows:

The Historian:  The historian will be in charge of researching historic sites within or near the recommended location.  You are the history expert.  You should know the history of the recommended location and its importance.  This includes important events and dates.  You will be responsible for finding four historic sites for me to visit as well as giving me a brief overview of the history of the area.

The Culture Guru:  The culture guru will be in charge of researching the culture of the recommended location along with the art found in that region.  You are knowledgeable in the religions, customs, art, music, and traditions of the recommended location.  You will be responsible for finding one cultural event for me to attend, two artistic works for me to visit or experience, and for giving me a brief overview of the religions and traditions of the area.

The Food Critic:  The food critic will be in charge of researching food that is native to the recommended location.  You are knowledgeable in the kinds of crops that may be grown in the area as well as local dishes.  You will also know if there are any traditional foods or meals that are served in your country.  You will be responsible for providing me with examples of the foods to eat during my vacation (at least five with descriptions), two recipes for such foods, crops grown in the country, and recommendations for places to eat within the country (at least five restaurants with descriptions and locations).

The Recreation Director:  The recreation director is in charge of researching fun and entertaining things to do in the recommended location.  You are knowledgeable in the available opportunities for outdoor adventures, exciting events, and unique excursions.  You will be responsible for finding four recreational activities for me to enjoy in the recommended location as well as explaining what makes these activities unique and how tourism affects the area.
The Team:  The entire team is responsible for organizing the order in which I will see and do things on my vacation.  You will be responsible for providing me with an itinerary for my trip.  You will also be responsible for providing me with some Spanish words and phrases that will be helpful to know on my vacation.      

Presenting Your Individual Information:


Each person in your group will have to present his/her information requested above in the following manner:

· You must include a written report.  The written report must be typed and double-spaced.  Your report must include a minimum of two pages.

· Your class presentation will be oral.  You may use your notes and report during the presentation.

· You must include one visual or auditory aide.  Visual or auditory aides may include, but are not limited to:

· Posters

· Overheads

· Pictures

· Maps

· Food

· Games

· Music

· You must include a bibliography of all of your sources.  You must have at least 3 reliable sources.  You must have a variety of sources which may include books, travel guides, reliable websites, magazine articles, journals, videos, etc. 

Each presentation should have a well thought out introduction, transitions, and conclusion.  If your presentation lacks these things, points will be deducted!

Author (if listed) Last, First.  "Title of Article."  Name of Encyclopedia.  Volume Number.  City published in:  Name of Publisher, Year Published.

Example:

Barr, William.  "Northwest Passage."  World Book Encyclopedia.  Vol. 16.  Chicago:  World Book, Inc., 1998.

MAGAZINE ARTICLE
Author (if listed) Last, First.  "Title of Article."  Name of Magazine.  Month Abbreviated.  Year Published:  Beginning page-ending page.

Example:

Safer, Barbara.  "Secret Messages."  Cricket.  Sept. 1998:  29-33.

Author (if listed) Last, First.  Title of Item. [Online]  Available http://address/filename, Date of document or download.
