COURSE DESCRIPTION


This course serves as an introduction to skills required for composition of 
basic table arrangements and decorative materials. The course includes the 
history of floral design and styles, identification of cut flowers and foliage, 
principles and elements of floral design, identification and use of tools and 
equipment, design styles and methods, and 
conditioning and handling of cut 
materials,  raising and managing floricultural crops, the floricultural industry, and 
career exploration.  Activities to encourage leadership, teamwork, and FFA 
participation will also be offered.

LAB EXPERIENCE


A major part of this course is the time spent outside of the classroom, working with cut flowers and floral materials, and with horticultural crops. Time will be set aside for this hands-on instruction on a regular basis. Students are to dress appropriately. Safety is an important issue at all times.
