You will learn how to identify, implement and monitor effective accommodation and strategies to support your unique needs as a learner.

Organization and Management of Time and Resources




You will learn to identify and implement strategies that will help you organize and manage your school work, homework and study time 

You will learn about resources that can help you when you are having difficulties in school

You will learn how to effectively set and manage your academic goals

You will develop strategies that help you learn and retain information from your high school courses

Assessment and Evaluation 






You will learn skills and strategies that help you show what you have learned in testing situations

You will learn specific strategies for specific types of tests

Self-Advocacy





You will learn to identify elements which help your success and elements which prevent you from succeeding

You will learn to develop solutions when barriers to learning occur
