A.  Primary Sources


1.  First hand account of an event told by someone 


who witnessed it


2.  Examples are: diaries, journals, autobiographies, 


letters, and actual video tape (live footage)


B.  Secondary Sources


1.  A record of an event from someone who didn’t 


witness it occur



2.  Examples are:  biographies, encyclopedias, 



textbooks, newspapers, magazines

c. Historical Perspective


1.  Refers to a person’s point of view concerning a 


historical event
