Treaty of Versailles – Treaty between Germany and the Allied powers after the end of World War I
Ghetto – A section of a city in which all Jews lived

Nuremberg Laws – Laws that took away Jews rights of citizenship

Kristallnacht – A Nazi raid throughout Germany and Austria where Jews were killed and their property and stores destroyed

Concentration Camps – camps established by the Nazis to imprison and kill Jews

Dachau – first concentration camp for Jews created by the Nazis in Germany

Buchenwald – Site of a Nazi concentration camp where most Jews were brought to do slave labor

Auschwitz – a concentration camp where Jews and other prisoners were taken to be murdered

Liberation – Act of fact of gaining equal rights or full social or economic opportunities for a particular group

Nazi – member of the National Socialist German Workers’ Party brought to power under Adolf Hitler

SS Officer – solders that ran the concentration camps and became in charge of Nazi operations

Kapo – A Nazi concentration camp prisoner who was given privileges for supervising prisoner work gangs


Allies – The Allies included Britain, France, Soviet Union, and the USA

Anti-Semitism – Discrimination against or prejudice or hostility toward Jews

Aryan – According to Nazi idea, it was a blonde haired, blue eyed German people that were not Jewish

Final Solution – The Nazi program of exterminating Jews during World War II

Gestapo – Nazi police

Holocaust – mass slaughter of European Jews in Nazi concentration camps during World War II

Deport – expel or banish from a country
