	Patriots
	One who loves, supports, and defends one's country.


	pride
	A cause or source of pleasure or satisfaction; the best of a group or class:  ex. These soldiers were their country's pride.


	principle
	A basic truth, law, or assumption


	rebellion 
	Open, armed, and organized resistance to the government.

	subversion
	a systematic attempt to overthrow or undermine a government or political system by persons working from within
