Personal Narrative

A personal narrative is a true story about yourself.  Try to choose a topic that is meaningful or has left an impact on your life.

The personal narrative will be written IN CLASS so please do not begin working at home.  We will talk about what should be included in each paragraph and then do the writing in class so that your peers and I can be there to help.

If a paragraph is not completed in class, or if you would like to improve your paragraph, it can be taken home to finish as homework.

What to include in the personal narrative:

1) The personal narrative should be 5 paragraphs.  A paragraph is 5 – 7 sentences in length.  It should also have a title.

a.  The first paragraph (INTRODUCTION) should introduce the topic to the reader.  It should have a topic sentence, 3 detail sentences, and a closing sentence.  We will talk more about this in class as we write.

b.  The second, third, and fourth paragraphs (BODY) should discuss the details of your story.  Each paragraph is one detail.

c.  The final paragraph (CONCLUSION) should wrap up the essay be   restating the topic sentence and main ideas of the 3 body paragraphs.  This paragraph is also a place where you can include what you’ve learned from this experience or your feelings on what you wrote about.

2) Your name, period, and date should appear at the top of the essay.  NO COVER PAGES or report covers please!


3) Your narrative should be written in Size 12 font ONLLY, and printed in BLACK ink.  The font style should be Times New Roman or Arial.


4) Your personal narrative should be DOUBLE SPACED.
