Rainbow Revisions: Creating Sentence Variety
1. With your GREEN highlighter, highlight sentences that begin with a pronoun (he, she, we, it, they, their, etc.).

2. With your BRIGHT BLUE highlighter, highlight sentences that begin with a noun (Michael, Students, Cats, etc.).

3. With your YELLOW highlighter, highlight sentences that begin with adjectives or adverbs (“Starved, we stopped at McDonald’s”).

4. With your RED highlighter, highlight sentences that begin with “A,” “An,” “The,” “This,” “There,” etc.

5. With your PINK highlighter, highlight sentences that begin with that begin with verbs (“Whirling around, I saw . . .” or “Running, she tripped in front of the robber.”).

6. With your LIGHT BLUE highlighter, highlight sentences that begin with “Therefore,” “However,” etc.
7. With your PURPLE highlighter, highlight sentences that begin with a time element or word (after, later that day, also, finally, then, etc.).

If you have a sentence that begins with “Or,” “But,” or “And,” you need to revise it.

When you’re finished, nearly every sentence should be colored. If you don’t see a rainbow, your sentences need more variety. REVISE!!
