	Igneous
	Forms from the cooling of molten rock – either magma below the surface or lava at the surface. 
	Characteristics of igneous rocks:

Igneous rocks are classified according to their origin, texture, and mineral composition.

	· Tools, building materials
· It is abrasive, so it is good for cleaning and polishing

	Sedimentary
	Forms when particles of other rocks or the remains of plants and animals are pressed and cemented together.
Formed by: erosion, deposition, compaction, and cementation.
	Types of sedimentary rocks:

· Clastic rock – forms when rock fragments are squeezed together
· Organic rock – forms when the remains of plants and animals are deposited in thick layers

· Chemical rock – forms when minerals that are dissolved in a solution crystallize

· Decorating / covering outside walls of buildings

· Smelting iron ore

· Making cement



	Metamorphic
	Forms when an existing rock is changed by heat, pressure, or chemical reactions.
( most metamorphic rocks form deep underground
