Bacon’s Rebellion and Other Southern Colonies 


· Bacon’s Rebellion


1. Why were colonists unhappy with the governor’s policies toward Native Americans?
The colonists felt they were not well protected from possible Native American attacks.


2. Why was Nathaniel Bacon angry with the governor’s policies?  What did he think the colonists should be able to take?
Nathaniel Bacon opposed the governor’s policy of promoting trade with the Native Americans.  He felt the colonists should be able to take their land.


3. What led to Bacon’s Rebellion and what was the final outcome?  
When the governor tried to stop them from taking the land, Bacon and his followers attacked and burned Jamestown.  As a result, Bacon gained control of much of the colony but he soon died and the rebellion ended.

Other Southern Colonies


1. Why did English Catholics come to America?
Catholics came to escape religious persecution.  They were not allowed to worship freely in England.


2. Who asked the king for a charter in the 1620s?
George Calvert, the first Lord Baltimore, asked for a charter to establish a new colony in America for Catholics.


3. Who was finally given the charter in 1632?
Calvert’s son, Cecilius, the second Lord Baltimore was finally given the charter in 1632.


4. Who did Lord Baltimore name the colony of Maryland after?
After the queen of England, Henrietta Maria.


5. Maryland was a proprietary colony.  What does that mean?
It means that the colony’s proprietors, or owners, controlled the government.


6. Starting in 1634, what types of people came to Maryland?
Two Hundred English Catholics made up of wealthy landowners, servants, craftspeople, and farmers.


7. What other religious groups began moving into Maryland in the 1640s?  What did this lead to?
Protestants began moving to Maryland causing religious conflicts between the two religions.  


8. What was the Toleration Act of 1649?  Why was it passed?
This act made it a crime to restrict the religious rights of Christians.  It was passed by Lord Baltimore to ease the tensions between the Catholics and Protestants.

The Carolinas and Georgia


1. Who did Charles II give the land between Virginia and Spanish Florida to?
To eight of his supports.


2. Why did the colony of Carolina split in two?
The settlements were far apart and hard to govern, so they split in two, North and South Carolina.


3. What population of people made up the majority of the population in the Carolinas?
Slaves, 20,000 to 10, 000 white settlers


4. How did North and South Carolina become royal colonies?
Due to poor management the proprietary government was overthrown and purchased by the crown.


5. Who did James Oglethorpe want the colony of Georgia to be occupied by?
Oglethorpe wanted Georgia to be occupied by the debtors who had been jailed in England.  He wanted them to have a fresh start in the new world.


6. Why did many settlers grow unhappy with Oglethorpe’s strict rule?
Settlers grew unhappy with Oglethorpe’s strict rule because he limited the size of land grants and outlawed slavery.  In 1752, it became a royal colony with large plantations worked on by the slaves.
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
