What were the conditions for settling in Mexico after they gained independence from Spain?

What happened after Santa Anna became president in Mexico and enforced laws?  Texas declared their independence.
Important points about the Battle of San Jacinto? Texans won this battle.


Important points about the Battle of the Alamo?  Santa Anna believed he had crushed the Texas rebellion at this battle.
When did California declare its independence from Mexico? After they heard about the war against Mexico.
Belief shared by many Americans that the US should expand across the continent to the Pacific? Manifest Destiny
Effect of the Gold Rush on California?  California’s population explosion made it eligible for statehood.
Nickname for participants of the Gold Rush of 1849? Forty-niners
Chapter 12 The Industrial Revolution in America


What was the Industrial Revolution?  How did it start?  The Industrial Revolution was a period of rapid growth in the use of machines in manufacturing and production.  Samuel Slater brought plans for a textile mill to America.
How did the invention of the Cotton Gin effect the South? Eli Whitney’s cotton gin revolutionized the cotton industry.  Cotton gins could process tons of cotton much faster than hand processing.  The cotton gin made cotton so profitable that southern farmers abandoned other crops in favor of growing cotton.  Production increased rapidly.  The economic boom attracted new settlers, built up wealth among wealthy white southerners, and firmly put in place the institution of slavery in the South.
Chapter 15 A Divided Nation

What was the Fugitive Slave Law?  A law that made it a crime to help runaway slaves; allowed for the arrest of escaped slaves in areas where slavery was illegal and required their return to slaveholders.
In the 1840s, why did southerners want to be able to extend slavery into new territories? In order to maintain a balance of power in Congress, southerners wanted to extend slavery into new territories.
What political party formed against the spread of slavery in the West?  Republican Party
What was the Dred Scott Case?  How did the Supreme Court rule? 
Dred Scott was a slave that moved with his slaveholder to the free state of Illinois.  After returning to the South, Scott sued for his freedom.
Supreme Court ruled:
· African Americans, whether slave or free were not citizens according to the Dred Scott ruling

· African Americans were property

· Living in a free state did not make him free

· Slaves could be brought into federal territory

What was the border between free and slave states east of the Appalachian Mountains? Mason-Dixon Line
Lincoln-Douglas Debates:

What position did Lincoln take? In the Lincoln-Douglas debates, Lincoln’s position was that  slavery should not be allowed to spread.
What was the purpose of the Lincoln-Douglas debates? The purpose of the debate was for Abe Lincoln and Stephen Douglas to announce their candidates for Senator of Illinois and gain the support of the voters.
President of the Confederates States of America? Jefferson Davis
What did the Wilmot Proviso state? Stated “neither slavery nor involuntary servitude shall ever exist in any part of the territory”
Who won the Election of 1860? Abraham Lincoln
The Democratic Party was not strong during the election of 1860?  Why? The Democrats could not agree on a single candidate so their votes were divided between two candidates.
Why did southern states secede after the Election of 1860?  Lincoln insisted that he would not change slavery in the South, however,  he said that slavery could not expand and thus would eventually die out completely.  This angered many southerners.
Who wrote Uncle Tom’s Cabin?  Harriet Beecher Stowe wrote Uncle Tom’s Cabin.  It affected many who had not thought much about slavery one way or another.
