Culture

Environments

Immigrants


A person who moves to another country after leaving his/her homeland

Indentured Servants


A person who signed a contract to work for 4 – 7 years for those who paid their journey to America

Jamestown


The first permanent English settlement founded in Virginia in 1607

Mayflower Compact


A document written by the Pilgrims establishing themselves as a political society and setting guidelines for self-government

Migration


The movement of people from one region to another
Pilgrims


A separatist group that left England in the 1600s to settle in America

Puritans


A Protestant group that wanted to reform the Church of England


Slave codes


Laws passed in the colonies to control slaves

Toleration Act of 1649


A bill that made restricting the rights of Christians a crime
