Subjects and Predicates

SUBJECT-  tells who or what the sentence is all about.

PREDICATE – tells what the subject does or is.

Finding Subjects and Predicates
Step 1: Look for an action verb or a state of being verb in a sentence.  Once you find it, underline the verb twice.
Example: 
Tom walked to the store. (Action Verb)



Tom is at the store. (State of being)

Step 2 : Then find your subject by asking, “who or what is doing the action?” Once you find it, underline your subject once.
Example: 
Tom walked to the store.


Who or what walked? = Tom



Tom = subject

Special Note:   State of being verbs are not as easy to find as action verbs, unless you MEMORIZE them!
( Subjects are ALWAYS nouns.

( Predicates are ALWAYS verbs
