Alternative to 4 Points AR per Nine Weeks
Ramseyer Reading 

***On occasion, students may find that they prefer to read a novel or nonfiction that is not in the AR program. In order to be able to count that book, students will need to do the following on a pre-approved book in order to achieve the 4 points. Books will need to be an equivalent to a novel or nonfiction in the AR program for a given number of points.

The follow questions will need to be answered thoroughly and in complete sentences where necessary. Correct spelling is important with this assignment. This may be typed on computer or written in pencil neatly and formally.
1. Title Line: The title of the book and the author

2. Explain who the main characters are and what role they play in this novel or nonfiction. Name any minor characters and explain what role they play.

3. Name the main events of the story if it is a fiction book and place them in order. You may use a plot diagram to show how those events fit into the plot. If it is a nonfiction book, explain the important points that the author is what the reader to know. Place this information in complete sentences.

4. If you are reading a fiction book, explain the conclusion of the story with details. If you are reading a nonfiction book, please explain the overall message or most important element of the book in detail.

5. In a full paragraph (at least 5 sentences) explain what you liked or didn’t like about the book. Would you recommend this to another person? Who? Why or Why not?
