COURSE EXPECTATIONS:

3. A test will be given at the end of each chapter or major topic.  Quizzes will occur after smaller sections, and may or may not be announced ahead of time.

4. Grades are calculated as total points.  As a general breakdown, tests and quizzes are approximately 50% of your grade.  Lab reports, homework, class work, projects, etc. will constitute the rest of the grade. 

Attendance/absence policy:

1. If a student is absent on the day of a test, please see the teacher on the day you return  to arrange a make-up date .  Tests should be taken on free periods rather than during the class period. For longer absences, see the teacher on the first day back at school to arrange a schedule for make-up work.
2. Missed labs need to be made up for points. On the day of return, please arrange with the teacher for a reasonable make-up time.  Since material learned during lab experiences will be on tests, lab make-ups need to be completed before the test for that topic.
