· Vocabulary covered in class should be boxed to draw attention to it – add a definition as needed. 

· Highlight answers to your pre-reading/prediction questions (example: the title turned into a question).

· ? marks can be placed in the margins of text – it is helpful to actually write out your questions – look for answers as you read – or ask for clarification.

· ! marks can be placed next to text that is interesting or draws your emotional reaction.

· ~ marks under text will label the claims made by author – respond to the author’s claim in the margins.

· Underline support of the author’s claims within the text – respond to the claim (agree/disagree/question credibility etc) within the margins.

· Circle                words you don’t know AND look them up!

· Highlight specific diction choices of the author – and comment on the use and effectiveness.
