News articles must be from a reputable source, published during the semester, and should be a “hard news” story or occasionally you may choose a political cartoon (best if published outside of the US). You must be prepared to discuss your article and analysis with the class; if you are unprepared or unwilling to discuss your article points will be deducted. This assignment is worth 50 points each week. All Current Events need to be submitted in hard copy at the beginning of class.

Core Nation and Theme:


Source: Source Name, Title, Publication Date, &provide the full URL-www.economist.com is not sufficient. You must also attach a full text copy of the article to your response. This must be ready/attached before you enter class. Points will be deducted if you do not staple the article to your response prior to entering the classroom.


Summary of Article Content: Provide a summary of the article in your own words. Do not just cut and paste a paragraph from the article.


Analysis: Provide an analysis of the article that connects it to the themes of Comparative Gov and topics discussed in class. Try to compare your story to other core nations. This analysis should be the most substantial portion of your write-up. Appropriate course vocabulary should be used. Do not use this analysis as an opportunity to focus on the US and its policies or actions. 


Format: Typed, single  spaced, 1” margins.
