1)  Required materials


A.  Graphing calculator (I will be using a TI 84 + in working problems.)

2.  Classroom policy and procedures

C.  Please be silent when the teacher or another student is speaking.

The offending student will be dismissed from the lab


      area and will receive a zero grade for the lab.


F.  Students are expected to take notes in class.  Material discussed in class will 


      often supplement the textbook.

3.  Homework policy


A.  Assignments will be posted on the public agenda & Quia.  You are expected  


      to copy the assignments in your agenda.  Each day you are 


      responsible for the material that has been covered.  The purpose of the 


      frequently assigned written homework is to help the student to understand the


      material and to prepare him/her for exams.  Consequently, tardy homework 

will be accepted within a day of the due date but not later.  Homework will be checked in at the beginning of class and then gone over.

4.  Evaluation/Grades


A.  Grades will be calculated on a percentage basis.  The number of points earned 


       by the student will be divided by the points attempted and the result 


       multiplied by 100 %.  







B.  If all homework assignments are turned in on time and are substantially

complete, two percentage points will be added to the quarter average.  Points will be subtracted for assignments not turned in.

C.  Semester exams will be on all of the material covered that semester.


D.  If a student is caught cheating, he/she will receive a grade of “F” for the


      exam or assignment.


E.  Labs will be conducted when appropriate.  A lab report worth ten points will 


      be turned in by the student the day after the lab.  If the lab extends over 

several days, the lab report will ordinarily be worth twenty points.  One point                        will be subtracted for each day a lab report is late.  Ordinarily lab reports should be typed.


F.  Ordinarily an exam will be given at the end of each chapter.  Depending on the


      length and the complexity of the chapter, the exam will be worth fifty to one


      hundred points.
