a. Test dates will be announced along with the material included.
b. Make up tests and quizzes must be arranged with the teacher as soon as the student returns to school.  Tests and quizzes can be made up on the third floor during free periods, before or after school. Failure to make up quizzes and tests in a timely fashion will result in a lower grade. 

c. Late homework is accepted with a 10% deduction the first day and 50% thereafter until the unit test. No late work will be accepted after the unit test date. 
d. Announced and unannounced quizzes will be given on reading assignments.
e. The Religion Department does not offer extra credit.  Bible teachers may give bonus assignments. Bonus points are not to exceed 10 points per semester.
f. All work unless specified is to be completed individually – collaboration is not allowed. Cheating will be processed according the Academic Integrity Policy in the Student Handbook.
