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Class Expectations

Spanish classes will be presented to students twice weekly and will offer students the opportunity to acquire valuable language skills.  Class work will focus on basic conversational skills, an understanding of grammar and acquisition of vocabulary.  Students will be encouraged to participate fully during class.  They will also learn about the various countries and cultures of the Spanish-speaking world.

Class time is limited. It is very important that all students meet class expectations in order to make the most efficient use of that time.

Students are expected to:

-Treat classmates, the teacher, themselves and their materials with respect.

-Follow all school policies and procedures as described in the O.L.P.H. handbook.
-Practice the 15 Discipline With Purpose skills.
-Arrive for each class with all materials necessary.  Students must have each class period;


-the class textbook or workbook

-a folder, which is used only for Spanish class


-a composition notebook used only for Spanish class  (No spiral notebooks allowed)

-homework assigned the previous class


-a blue or black pen or a pencil

Homework and Grading Policies

Students will earn a grade of Satisfactory or Unsatisfactory for Spanish.  Students who complete all assignments, complete one quia.com quiz with a passing grade per quarter, follow class rules, are prepared for class and participate in class will earn a grade of Satisfactory.  Homework will be assigned as needed and will be recorded as complete or incomplete in the grade book the next class period.  No late assignments will be accepted except in case of an absence.  Students with 5 or more missing assignments for an academic quarter will automatically receive a grade of unsatisfactory for that quarter.  The following will result in students earning an incomplete for an assignment:

-assignment not completed

-assignment completed in marker or crayon

-notebook or textbook defaced (pages or cover scribbled on, torn, cut etc)

-failing to work on an exercise that the class is working on together during class time

Students who are absent must complete one of the absentee assignments described in the document “Absentee Activities.”  These assignments are also listed on Mrs. Brulc’s link on the OLPH website.   Absentee work is to be handed in on the day students return after an absence.  In the case of a lengthy illness absentee work that is completed in a timely fashion will be accepted. 

Student /Teacher Time

Because disruptive behavior compromises the ability of students to master the class material students who repeatedly disrupt class will have to face the consequences of their disruptive behavior.  Consequences will be discussed with individual students’ parents and may involve the student making up lost class time.
