Dear Parents,

These guidelines have been developed to help your sons and daughters have a successful year in my class, and will be kept in their notebooks should you want to refer back to it.  If you have any concerns during the year, please contact me.  I am looking forward to a very good year with your child.

COURSE DESCRIPTION - Geometry is designed for students who have mastered Algebra I.  This course stresses the basic structures of geometry and the development of formal proofs.  Topics covered in this course will include working with lines and angles; working with shapes in 2 and 3 dimensions; using ratio and proportion; working with scale drawings; using signed numbers; using right triangle relationships; using trig functions; special visualization; coordinate geometry; logic; and transformations.  Recommended county pacing will be used as a guideline.  Throughout the course the Virginia SOLs will be followed.

PROGRESS REPORTS - Progress reports will be sent home at approximately 3-week intervals for parents’ information.  They may be e-mailed for your convenience.  For this purpose, please indicate parent’s current e-mail address below.

COMMUNICATION - E-mail is the most convenient way to reach me.  Be sure to reference student’s name in the subject line.  You may also contact me by telephone or mail should you have questions or concerns.  
EXPECTATIONS
1. Be in class.  You will learn more readily and will not hold the class back if you are here.

· Be in your seat and READY TO WORK before the tardy bell stops ringing.

· Be prepared.

2. Respect others, their space, and their property.

3. Language should be appropriate and respectful in the classroom.  

4. Do not bring food, candy, or drink (except bottled water with a lid) into the classroom.

5. Do not expect to leave the classroom except in the case of an emergency.  Students will not be allowed to leave at all during the first and last ten minutes of class in accordance with school policy.

· HOMEWORK – 2 points each

The purpose of homework is to practice and/or extend concepts introduced in class and is very important in mastering mathematical concepts.  It is the student’s responsibility to ask for and make up work missed due to absence from class.  Periodic quizzes will be administered to insure completion of assignments.  Seek help when having difficulty with assignments.  Not understanding is not an acceptable excuse for not completing assignments.

· QUIZZES - up to 20 points each.
· TESTS - 100 points each.

· PROJECTS – some mandatory, some extra credit.

· EXTRA CREDIT - There will be opportunities each six-weeks for students to earn extra credit.

· GRADING SCALE – County scale will be used.

· SCHOOL BOARD POLICY WILL BE FOLLOWED REGARDING ATTENDANCE, MAKE-UP WORK, AND TARDIES.

· SEMESTER EXAM – A comprehensive test will be given at end of each semester, which will count 25% of semester grade.

EXAM EXEMPTION (SECOND SEMESTER ONLY) -  10th and 11th grade students may exempt only one non-SOL class; 12th grade students can exempt any class except Government and English.  In either case, requirements 1 & 2 must be met.
1. 95% attendance in my class

2. good discipline (no suspensions)

3. pass the SOL test

TUTORING - Tutoring is available before school in the library beginning at 7:30 am with Ms. Milhorne.  If you desire after school tutoring, you must be in room 500 with Mr. Jessee by the 3:15 bell.  No appointment is necessary for either.  Students should bring book, assignment, pencil and paper and JUST SHOW UP.

CALCULATORS - Abingdon High School math and science classes use the Casio CFX-9850Ga PLUS graphing calculator.  I have a set of these calculators for classroom use only, which are not allowed to leave the room.  You will be assigned a calculator number and will be responsible for that calculator during class.  If you plan to bring your own, be sure to have it properly marked with your name; however, you are still responsible for learning to operate the Casio.
SOL CLASSES - Geometry is an SOL class.  We will be taking an end of course test in early May to measure mastery of the subject.  Benchmark tests will be given at the end of each nine-week period to check progress.

HONOR SYSTEM - Students are on their honor to do their own work and not to share their work with another student.  Any violations will result in a zero for the assignment.  Student signature below indicates that they understand and agree to abide by this honor system.
