CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS

4. ABSOLUTELY, no cell phones allowed (visibly or audibly) in class. Consequence:  Removal of cell phone and fine of $15 to be paid in the office.

5. Please use the passing period for bathroom breaks. Only the bathroom across the hall from RM 315 is allowed to be used during class. Bathroom privileges will be revoked if misused. (Special Note:  Cell phones may not be taken out of the room during these hall pass times.)
6. No violent game playing or iPods (or similar electronic devices) allowed in class.  The 90-minute class block should be used to accomplish class curriculum.  If you finish early, you should bring other class work to accomplish.

7. No unauthorized websites or downloading of files will be allowed that are disruptive to the teacher or to other students in the class.  NO MOVIES!
