The bee will happen on Saturday, March 27 at the Fox Pavilion in Hays, KS.  The participants and their parents will be invited to attend the competition and a catered dinner afterward.  There are cash prizes for the regional and state competitions, and if you qualify for the state bee, there will be an all expense paid trip for you and your parents to the competition in Wichita.  This includes a paid room at the Hyatt, which is where the state competition will take place.
Format:
Round 1 – Written Test (Multiple Choice)

Four Sections

1. People and Documents (20 Questions)

2. Landmark Cases and Civic Values and Skills (15 Questions)

3. The Constitution (20 Questions)

4. Current Events (10 Questions)

Two supplementary written exercises for use in case of a tie are completed as well.

Round 2 – Oral Rounds (Short Answer)

Four Rounds – One question on each of the sections listed above

These questions are low stress; they do not require a lengthy answer.  Example: Who is called “The father of the Constitution”? Answer: Madison
The first three sections are covered in the study guide on the website.  The last section is to be covered by following the current events study guide we will put together.  We will work on making study guides together on various days over the next month.  After you have had time to study, you will take the qualifying quiz, and the two people with the most points who are able will attend.
