Janus Words are their own antonym!  A Janus Word is a word that could mean one thing and it could also mean the complete opposite.  Can you think of any examples? Think about it:

Trim could mean ‘to remove’ (trim the fat off the meat) OR THE OPPOSITE…’add to’ (trim the tree)

Can could mean ‘to save’ (he canned the peaches) OR THE OPPOSITE…’to discard’ (he was canned from his job)

Seed could mean ‘to put in’ (seed the yard) OR THE OPPOSITE…’to take out’ (seed the tomato)
