Spanish I develops an interest for foreign language learning through the acquisition of listening, speaking, reading and writing skills in the context of everyday usage and in Hispanic cultures.  Spanish is used in the classroom, and a high level of student participation is required in the learning process.  

Prerequisite:  Placement based on Placement exam scores and department recommendation.

Goals:

The instructional program will provide opportunities for the student to:

1. Engage in simple conversation, provide and obtain information, express feelings and emotions and exchange opinions.


2. Understand and interpret simple written and spoken language on a variety of topics.


3. Begin to develop a basic cultural understanding through exposure to music, films and other realia.


4. Demonstrate recognition that different languages use different patterns to communicate and be able to apply this knowledge to their own language.


5. Demonstrate recognition that different cultures use different patterns of interaction and be able to apply this knowledge to their own culture.


6. Gain proficiency in the use of the present tense and past tense.


7. Gain understanding of the historical, social and religious perspectives that influence Hispanic cultures.


8. Gain understanding of the role of religion and the Catholic Church in other cultures.
