


Medical Terminology Projects
Students in this course can choose their own method of producing the project and should learn how to use the site chosen as a part of the assignment.  Please do not submit a PowerPoint for your projects.
Project #1
Choose a health care career that interests you.  For that career, research to find out the following information:
· Job description and duties
· Education required, including number of years for training
· Licensure, registration or certification required
· Average salary
· Work Environment (where does this person usually work – hospital, clinic, home, etc.)
· Work Schedules (number of hours worked per week, days, nights, weekends, etc.)
· Job outlook (expectation for job availability)
· Example of a specific post-secondary education that would prepare you for this career
· Submit your compilation of the information using an online presentation tool such as Padlet, GoAnimate, PicCollege, Pixton, etc.  You are responsible for choosing a tool that 
· Document your sources in the submission.

Project #2
Create a children’s book using StoryBird, Pixton, MovieMaker, or other online tool to teach 5th graders about the importance of exercise and keeping their bones and muscles fit.  
You should include concepts such as the names of specific bones and muscles that are used frequently in children’s exercise activities (such as femur, humerus, biceps, gastrocnemius, etc.) so that you can relate those proper names to the bones and muscles the 5th graders know.  
· Be sure to include images as well as written content in your project.

Project #3
Since obesity and elevated cholesterol are major health problems in our country today, we can find alternatives to typical fast foods in the same fast food restaurants that will help us to minimize cholesterol levels and prevent obesity.  
· Choose your favorite fast food restaurant and obtain a copy of their menu online or at the restaurant.  
· Calculate the number of calories and fat in your favorite meal at that restaurant.  
· Then create a healthier alternative meal at that same restaurant and calculate the calories and fat in the healthier meal.

· indications for their use, 
· costs involved and 
· contraindications (reasons to withhold a medical treatment).

Project #5
 Dialysis is a medical procedure that is used on a patient whose kidneys can no longer filter the blood due to damage that has caused the kidneys to fail. There are two types of dialysis: hemodialysis and peritoneal dialysis. 
· For this project, research the two types of dialysis, including 
· a description of each procedure, indications for each, 
· differences between the two, 
· expected outcome of the procedures and 
· any other interesting facts about the procedures.
· Create a presentation using the online presentation tools of your choice. 
· Include images of the equipment/supplies used in the procedures.

Project #6
· Create a children’s book for kindergarten students that simply describes the major components of the nervous system:  brain, spinal cord and nerves. 
· Focus on helping the students to learn how the brain and spinal cord coordinate other movements such as breathing, reactions to fear (fight or flight), reactions to pain, etc. 
· Use StoryBird or Pixton to create your presentation and email the project to lcarriga@rhmail.org

· Create a Padlet that demonstrates at least 5 differences in the teen brain from the adult brain with examples.  Explain how parents can help compensate for the differences.
