Grading system:
Grades are based on weighted percentages and there are three categories: 
Daily work and homework (25% of grade) 
The daily class work and homework are designed to give the student the necessary practice in listening, speaking, reading and writing. The expectation is that the student will take advantage of a variety of activities in order to gain mastery of the concepts. Students are expected to keep a notebook with the class notes, vocabulary and assignments. Students must bring all materials to class everyday in order to participate in the activities.  Homework tasks are not complete until the student has made sure he/she understands everything.  The comprehension of the written work will be assessed in a weekly or bi-weekly “Class work / homework test”.
NOTE: Daily completion of assigned tasks is required therefore prior notice of these tests is not required. 
Assessments by Objectives (25% of Grade) 
Each unit will include “Skill getting” assessments on each individual objective. 
Students who do not reach a acceptable grade on any of these objectives may be given the opportunity to retake that objective to try to bring the grade up. 
In order to qualify for a reassessment the student must have: 
a.    turned in all assignments, completed and corrected, before the first assessment.

b.   entered into corrective instruction (after school tutoring) and 

c.   completed additional practice activities. 

The reassessment grade will determine the test grade, therefore students should use this option judiciously. 
Performance (50% of Grade)
Each unit will include performance–based assessments.  In other words, can the student: 

a) understand written and spoken language,

b) engage in interpersonal speaking and writing, 

c) engage in presentational speaking and writing,

d) understand cultural similarities and differences.
The speaking grade is based on performance. The expectation is that students will practice speaking using new vocabulary and structures daily. This is a necessary part of learning a language. The speaking grade will be graded based on:
· Pronunciation
· Fluency
· Appropriate use of vocabulary and structure.
· Inclusion of new vocabulary.
· Going beyond the minimum. 

Grades are computed based on the following percentages: 
A=89.5-100% 
B=79.5-89.4% 
C=69.5-79.4% 
D=59.5-69.4% 
F=0-59.4%
