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Overview:

Spanish III - Prerequisite: Spanish II

Students enrolled in Spanish III should have completed Spanish II with a final grade of no lower than C.

Spanish III enables students to continue their Spanish by speaking, reading, listening, and writing the language more fluently by cultivating their previously acquired skills in Spanish I and II. The Hispanic culture will be studied more intensely to further enhance knowledge of these countries. 

As a student of this class, you will study other cultures and traditions as well as a language and are to respect the differences--not necessarily accept them.

Student resources will include the provided textbook and workbook (both are also available online), handouts, PowerPoint presentations, notes, and information from selected websites.

Major content areas to be cover during this class:

Grammar:  Review and extension of the Present Indicative, Preterit, Imperfect, Future, Conditional and Perfect Tenses.  Introduction to the Imperative Forms and the Subjunctive.

Vocabulary:  Will focus on the vocabulary necessary to complete  cultural readings, lectures, and other literary readings, as well as other vocabulary needed for basic conversation.
