Presented to the VCUarts Anderson Gallery in 2000 by former Ambassador to Central America, William Bowdler and his wife, the exhibition emphasizes the millennia-old practice of woven arts in the region and the significant historic and contemporary role women have played in the production and the perpetuation of this tradition. Highlights of Ixchel’s Thread  include approximately 35 elaborately woven and decorated huipils, the classic Maya women’s formal wear, as well as presentations and weaving demonstrations of contemporary garments reflecting adaptations of traditional Maya techniques and designs to a contemporary 21st century market. The work of VCU fashion design and merchandising students from a service-learning course in Fashion Line Development in Guatemala will also be featured along side a documentary of their experience that will be produced by VCU HDTV.

The exhibition will be co-curated by James Farmer, Chair of the VCU Art History Department, Linda T. Lee, Assistant Professor of the VCU Fashion Design and Merchandising Department, and McKenna Brown, Director of the VCU School of World Studies.
Winter 2008:
Gord Peteran: Furniture Meets its Maker
January 18 through March 2, 2008
One of the most innovative artists working in North America today happens to be a woodworker. Toronto’s Gord Peteran has launched a boundary-crossing career, opening up the category of furniture to an unprecedented range of psychological and conceptual content. Sometimes his means are disarmingly simple: his work “A Table Made of Wood” is cobbled together, seemingly at random, from scraps lying on his workshop floor. At other times, he employs craftsmanship of the highest order, as in “100”, a precisely machined occasional table that disassembles into a carrying case like that used for a rifle. Other works suggest specimen cabinets, seesaws and game tables, all twisted into new relevance through subtle manipulation. In all cases, Peteran’s work addresses the specific conditions of furniture even as it subverts those conditions. 

Gord Peteran: Furniture Meets its Maker is organized by the Milwaukee Art Museum and the Chipstone Foundation with generous support from the Windgate Charitable Foundation. It includes a national tour and is guest curated by Glenn Adamson, head of Graduate Studies, Victoria and Albert Museum.
