	Characters

a. Write a page about how the main character is like or unlike people you know.

b. Write three paragraphs of 5-7 sentences about what the main character would prefer for Christmas and why? 
c. Write three paragraphs of 5-7 sentences about what the main character would prefer for dinner and why. 
d. Make up five interview questions (with answers) for the main character.     
	Setting
a. Make a map about some location in your book.  Color it and add labels like street names, rivers, etc.
b. In at least two paragraphs of 5-7 sentences, compare and contrast where you live with the neighborhood or town in your book.
c. Make at least two drawings of locations that are important to the setting of the book.  Color them and consider using a border or decorative artwork.
	Author
a. Make up five interview questions with answers for the author.  If the author is a living person, try to locate his or her web site.  Find out if you can get answers to your questions.

b. Research the author and find out his/her age, information about the writer’s education and accomplishments, and a list of other books or articles written by the author.
c. Visit the school or public library and read at least one chapter from another book by this author.  Write a summary of at least one page.  Write the name of that book


	The Past
a. Tell what you think happened before the story began (at least two paragraphs of 5-7 sentences).

b. If your main character is from the past, what problems would he have in your world?  (at least two paragraphs).

c. Imagine that you are a student living in the 1700’s.  What reactions to your book might be likely?  (at least two paragraphs).

	The Future
a. Describe what you think happened to the main character after the book ended (at east two paragraphs).

b. Explain why your book should be chosen as one placed in a time capsule and dug up 100 years in the future.
c. Evaluate your book for its usefulness in the future:  Will people still want to read it?  Why or why not?  (at least two paragraphs).

	Comparisons
a. Compare your book with another book you have read (at least three paragraphs).
b.  Compare your book with a movie or TV show of the same name

c. Describe an experience you have had that was like an experience of a character (at least one page).  Give plenty of detail and examples and describe your feelings, reactions, conflict, salutations, etc.
	Presenting
a. Write out your title decoratively and vertically down the side of a decorative piece of paper (may be completed on computer), and for each letter, write a phrase that creates a poem about your book.

b. Collect pictures that go with your book.  Make a photo album with captions (at least 15).

c. Create any type of illustration applicable to your book; write a paragraph to explain it.


	Speaking
a. Write ten discussion questions for your book (Can’t be answered with single-word or few-word answers).
b. Make an audio version of your book with you as the speaker.  Turn in the audio to me in an envelope with a label.
c. Assume the voice of the main character and write a monologue this character might have said.  Deliver the monologue (may be read from your paper).

	Drama
a. Explain how your book could be made into a movie: clothes, setting, props, etc.
b Choose a scene from your book and “stage” it on paper.  Choose the actors, setting, where they will stand/move.  Draw a diagram of the stage that is set.
c. Write a TV commercial advertising your book.  (Could be a scenario with more than one character).  Give each speaker lines, etc.  

	Creative Writing
a. Keep a diary as your read your book with dated entries for your reactions, thoughts, feelings, etc.  Must have at least 10 entries.

b. Write a different ending for your book.  Must be at least one paragraph.

c. Write an obituary for one character.  Use the “long version”  newspaper obituaries as your guide
	Vocabulary
a. List new words learned from your book: Define them and give the sentences in which you found them.  These should be words that were new for you.
b. Make a small dictionary (at least twenty-five words) for the subject of your book.  For example, if your book is about auto racing, you would include terms associated with auto racing.

c. Find at least 25 similes and metaphors from your book.  Write the simile or metaphor, the line in which you find it, and the page number where you find it. 
	Fun
a. Do anything not yet listed in connection with your book.  Don’t forget to do something that is logical, practical, safe, and fun.  If you wonder whether it would be allowed, better ask me first.

b. Make a crossword puzzle from your book.  Don’t forget to include the solution to the puzzle.

c. Describe a field trip you would like to take because of your book.


Rules:

1)  Make sure that you choose only one assignment from each category.

4)  Make sure that you ask about anything that is not completely clear.
