2. What does Louise’s mom offer to do for Louise (two possible answers)? (p.182 and p. 192)

3. What is a “buster” and what is a “sook”? (p. 184)

4. Analyze how Louise responds to the scripture in Romans 9:13. (p. 181 and p. 186)

5. Compare Louise to a sook (a female crab). (p. 184)

6. What made the time on the boat the happiest time of Louise’s life?

7. Predict what will happen to Caroline and Call as they leave the island and grow older.  
8. Justify why Louise treated her mother the way she did on page 183. Why did she do it? Was it right? What should she have said?

9. How is the Captain and Louise’s relationship changing? Have you ever had a friendship change? How does it feel?
10.  Write one paragraph of at least eleven well-developed and well-planned sentences in which you answer this question:  What was your favorite part (or the most interesting part) of this novel and why?
