Definitions I:  Jacob Have I Loved

1. waterman – (Chesapeake Bay Area). A person with a general license to take any legal catch of fish and shellfish in Chesapeake Bay.
2. bow - The forward end of a vessel

3. stern - The rear part of a ship or boat.

4. hull - The frame or body of a ship or boat

5. fore - At or toward the bow

6. aft - At, close to, or toward the stern or tail

7. crab pot – A container used to trap crabs
8. culled – To choose, to select, to pick

9. cordgrass – Marsh grass or any of several varieties that are similar

10. brackish - Containing a mixture of seawater and fresh water. Brackish water is somewhat salty.

11. skiff - Any of various types of boats small enough for sailing or rowing by one person

12. terrapin - Any of various edible North American web-footed turtles living in fresh or brackish water

13. benevolently - Characterized by or expressing goodwill or kindly feelings (Examples:  a benevolent attitude; her benevolent smile). 
14. progging - To search or prowl about, as for shellfish on the ocean’s floor 
15. precarious - Exposed to or involving danger; dangerous; perilous; risky

16. bespectacled – Wearing eyeglasses
17. sook - A mature (adult) female blue crab, identified as having an inverted "U" or bell-shaped apron and red-tipped claws

18. lugubriously - Mournfully, dismally, or gloomily, esp. in an affected, exaggerated, or unrelieved manner.  (Example – “lugubrious songs of lost love.”)

19. polonaise - A slow dance of Polish origin, in triple meter, consisting chiefly of a march or promenade in couples. 

20. machinations - A crafty scheme or cunning design for the accomplishment of a sinister end.

21. remonstrance - A protest: deaf to remonstrances.

22. petulant - Moved to or showing sudden, impatient irritation, especially over some trifling annoyance:  (Example:  a petulant toss of the head).

23. pretentious - Making claim to or creating an appearance of (often undeserved) importance or distinction.

24. parodies – Any humorous or satirical imitation, as of a person or event.

25. valise – A small piece of luggage that can be carried by hand, used to hold clothing, toilet articles, etc (suitcase or traveling bag)

26.  nocturne - an instrumental composition of a dreamy or pensive character.

27.  paregoric - a camphorated tincture of opium, containing benzoic acid, anise oil, etc., used chiefly to stop diarrhea in children.

28.  litany - A liturgical prayer consisting of a series of petitions recited by a leader alternating with fixed responses by the congregation.
29.  consternation - a sudden, alarming amazement or dread that results in utter confusion; dismay.

30.  thwart - to oppose successfully; prevent from accomplishing a purpose.

31.  capricious - subject to, led by, or indicative of caprice or whim; erratic
32.  relegated - to send or consign to an inferior position, place, or condition
33.  haven - a harbor or port; any place of shelter and safety; refuge; asylum

34.  adamant - utterly unyielding in attitude or opinion in spite of all appeals or urgings

35.  propriety - onformity to established standards of good or proper behavior or manners

36.  culminating - to reach the highest point, summit, or highest development (usually fol. by in)

37.  exuberant - abounding in vitality; extremely joyful and vigorous

38.  unperturbed - Calm and serene; unruffled

39.  perfunctorily - performed merely as a routine duty; hasty and superficial: perfunctory courtesy.

40.  destitute - without means of subsistence; lacking food, clothing, and shelter

41.  apparition - anything that appears, esp. something remarkable or startling: the surprising apparition of cowboys in New York City.
42.  staccato - composed of or characterized by abruptly disconnected elements; disjointed: rapid-fire, staccato speech

43.  inanities (inane) - lacking sense, significance, or ideas; silly: inane questions.  Empty, void. 
44.  rancor - Bitter, rankling resentment or ill will; hatred; malice.
