COURSE DESCRIPTION
The nursing process is a systematic approach to organizing and planning patient care. This course introduces the North American Nursing Diagnosis Association (NANDA) approved nursing diagnosis statements and the nursing process. The nursing process includes assessment, problem identification, planning, setting goals and expected outcomes, interventions, and evaluation. Nursing diagnoses are identified using the nursing process for basic nursing care such as safety, activities of daily living, nutrition, elimination, and mobility. The student will develop a comprehensive care plan for one client using the nursing process.
COURSE FOCUS 

This course is entirely and exclusively concerned with the development of critical thinking as a professional practical nurse in understanding and applying the nursing process to nursing practice in a culturally sensitive manner.

The Nursing Process:

· Assessing
· Developing the nursing diagnosis or identifying the problem

· Setting goals and expected outcomes and creating the plan of care
· Implementing the plan of care
· Evaluating whether the desired outcomes have been met

· Demonstrate the goal-setting and planning phase of creating a plan of care
· Identify the evaluation process of the desired outcomes
· Demonstrate documentation of the nursing process
· Demonstrate interactive care planning

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF ASSIGNMENTS

Additional information will be available in class and on the class web page.

Assignments – 15%

Assignments are scheduled for most class days with the purpose of encouraging student preparation for class. Daily assignments are due when class begins; late or early assignments will not be accepted. Each student must turn in her/ his own assignments. Assignments are assigned by instructor.
Quizzes – 20%
Frequent quizzes will help students to stay current on learning and to prepare for the cumulative final at the end of the quarter. Review of quizzes will be done in class the week following the class, if time permits. Per LPN program policy, quiz and exam grades will be posted no earlier than 1430 the day following the quiz and may be posted later.

Care Plan Project – 25%
Near the end of the quarter, students will demonstrate understanding of appropriate care planning by developing a care plan. From a patient scenario, students will develop a care plan with three nursing diagnoses. Each nursing diagnosis will include at least three interventions with rationale and references. See Care Plan Project rubric for more details.
Midterm Exam - 15%

The midterm exam will cover all material studied up to the point of the exam. Midterm conferences will follow. Students who are not successfully passing the course at this point will be notified and will be placed on academic probation.

Final Exam - 20% 

The final exam is cumulative, covering all material for the class.
Class participation – 5%
Students are expected to attend class and participate in all activities by contributing to discussions and completing all in-class projects.

PREPARATION FOR CLASS

Each student should spend at least 2 hours per week per class or credit hour preparing for class. Students are expected to come to class on time with readings and daily assignments completed. Assignments, required readings, and quizzes will help to reduce the need for “cramming.” The object is for students to think and to learn each day. Because the material that needs to be learned may be more than can be covered during class time, students must accept responsibility for material not discussed in class. Students must actively examine and learn all information in the text. If a student finds that either class presentations or text materials are unclear, it is the right and responsibility of that student to seek clarification.
STUDENT CONDUCT

As in all LPN courses, students are responsible to understand and observe policies in the Renton Technical College Student Handbook and the Allied Health Student Handbook. See the handbooks for policies on cheating and plagiarism, both of which are not tolerated and will result in zeros on the exam/ quiz/ assignment in question and possible expulsion from the LPN program. Additional LPN classroom expectations will be presented during orientation. At times students may need to leave during class; those who leave may not reenter the classroom until after the next break. TARDINESS and ABSENCE

Entering class late, leaving during class, and returning during class are disrespectful, distracting activities. For this reason, the classroom doors may be locked when class begins and when class resumes after break to decrease distraction. Students who arrive late or who leave during class may not enter the classroom until after the next break. Class entry will be granted only with completed daily assignment. Assignments and projects will be accepted late with an automatic 20% deduction of the grade, and will be accepted no later than 24 hours after the due date and time. The same deduction applies whether the tardiness or absence is excused or unexcused. 
A tardiness or absence is excused only for appropriate situations as determined by the instructor and the Director of Nursing. A healthcare provider’s note may be required for absence due to illness. For a tardiness or absence to be eligible to be considered excused, the student must call or e-mail the instructor before class begins. Students who are absent from all or a portion of class will be responsible to obtain class materials and announcements from a classmate. 10% will be deducted from the grade of a make-up quiz or exam taken after a tardiness or absence from class. The make-up quiz or exam may be different than the original one and must be scheduled with the instructor outside of class time. Unexcused absences result in a zero for that quiz or exam.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES

Cell phones, pagers, PDA alarms, and other audible electronic devices must be turned off during class time.  If an electronic device disrupts class, it may be removed by the instructor until the end of class.
