Course Description

The course begins with a review of essential Spanish I skills. Level of instruction assumes a basic knowledge of grammar concepts and vocabulary introduced in Spanish I. Emphasis is on communicating in Spanish through speaking, listening, reading, and writing in various aspects of time. Students also study Hispanic culture, geography, and history. Students will participate in individual, paired, and group activities as well as complete written and oral exercises to practice new vocabulary and grammar concepts. Students will also write papers on an assigned topic in Spanish and demonstrate speaking and listening proficiency throughout the year.

Spanish II is an in-depth course that will review and study many of the same topics presented in Spanish I but to a greater degree. Speaking, writing, and reading skills will expand as you are challenged with the language. Students will continue to study Hispanic culture and traditions and will have the opportunity to make presentations about the culture. Students will be expected to be able to compare and contrast and to learn many irregular verbs in the preterite tense. One of the main grammatical themes for Spanish II will be learning how and when to use the two different past tenses, preterite and imperfect.

To take Spanish II, you must have a Spanish I credit either through taking the course or by placement test. It is highly recommended that you have made at least a final grade of "C" in Spanish I before taking Spanish II.
