Assignments
All assignments are due at the beginning of class on the date specified. If turned in after due 
date, the assignment will not receive credit. All work is to be done neatly. 

Homework completion
Homework is practice, not a test. Even if you aren’t sure you’re doing it right...do it!

You earn credit for having homework assignments done to the best of your ability and on 
 time. We check homework in class. It is a reinforcement activity of what you have previously learned. Expect homework each night. Assignments may not always be written. Students should complete all homework assignments and have them ready to turn in at the beginning of class on the due date. If you are absent on the day that a homework assignment is due (an assignment made on a day that you were present), the assignment is due on the day that you return to class.

Class participation


Speaking is an integral part of learning a foreign language. Although we are in the beginning 

levels of instruction, students will be expected to use Spanish in class as much as possible. 

You will not be penalized for incorrect answers, so don’t be shy! A positive attitude, a 

willingness to learn, and being prepared are also important parts of your class participation
 grade. Not doing homework, working on materials for other classes during Spanish class, 
and/or being disrespectful will have a negative effect on your grade. Student success is a 
direct correlation between good attendance and good grades. Students are expected to be 
present and participate each day. 
Quiz and test grades
Tests and quizzes are usually unannounced. The reason that I will not announce them is that 
cramming for a test the night before does not produce long-term memory. Since I want you to 
know all of the material at all times, tests will include all of the Spanish we have learned, not 
just the current vocabulary list. A test will be given at the end of each unit. Tests will have a
 variety of formats including any combination of written, listening, and oral assessment. Oral 
presentations, written compositions, and/or research projects may also be assigned for a quiz 
or test grade. Remember, proper preparation prevents a poor performance.  
Grades will be updated on a weekly basis if possible. Grades will be taken based on total points. You may check your grade before or after school. See me immediately if you have any questions or concerns about your grade.

Spanish Classroom Procedures

The Beginning of Class: Be in your seat and ready to work when the bell rings. Have your 
homework out and ready to be checked. Check the bell activity and homework board.  Copy down any new assignments in your notebook, and then begin the bell activity.

The End of Class: Class is not over until I dismiss you. Until that time, you will stay at your seat and 
work. Do not put away your materials early, line up at the door, or walk around the room.

Before you leave, make sure that your desk is clean, and pick up any trash on the floor.

Tardies: Any time you arrive late to class, hand me your pass. Seat yourself quickly and join in 
whatever activity is in progress. You are responsible for making up any activity that you missed, as well as copying any notes.  Don’t forget that 3 tardies will yield a detention.
Absences: If you are absent for any reason, you are required to make up all work missed.  It is your 
responsibility to find out what assignments and notes you missed. School make-up policy will be followed.  Failure to complete make-up work will result in a lowering of the student’s 

grade.
Books: I have a library of Spanish books. You are welcome to look at them. If you would ever like to 
borrow one to take home, please see me first, then check it out by signing an index card with your name, the book title, and the date.  Put the card on my desk before you leave the classroom. Please return these materials within a week in similar condition. Treat these materials with care!

Substitute Teachers: There will be times when I will not be in the classroom. Please cooperate with 
the substitute teacher. Be aware that substitute teachers may or may not be proficient in
Spanish.

Partners: There will be assigned seats. Occasionally you will be asked to work with a partner.  I will 

most likely never assign you to the same person each time as I want you to get to know one another and appreciate each other’s talents and abilities.  I will re-arrange seating every few weeks, to assure you get to meet new people and also to help you stay attentive.  Your responsibility towards your partner involves:

· Exchange telephone numbers/emails so that you can get help on homework.

· Recite in Spanish to each other in class.

· Get copies of handouts if your partner is absent.

· Provide notes for your partner to copy after an absence.

· Help each other to achieve outstanding RESULTS!

Spanish 2 Course Description

Spanish II is an in-depth course that will review and study many of the same topics presented in Spanish I but to a greater degree. Speaking, writing, listening, and reading skills will expand as you are challenged with the language. Students will continue to study Hispanic culture and traditions and will have the opportunity to make presentations about the culture. 

To take Spanish II, you must have a Spanish I credit either through taking the course or by placement test. It is highly recommended that you have made at least a final grade of "C" in Spanish I before taking Spanish II. 

Your attitude will count more than anything for your success, and you will earn a good to excellent grade if (1) you are motivated to speak Spanish in class and to actively participate; (2) and you find ways to go beyond the minimum requirements to succeed. 

Spanish 2 Course Objectives

The course begins with a review of essential Spanish I skills. Level of instruction assumes a basic knowledge of grammar concepts and vocabulary introduced in Spanish I. Emphasis is on communicating in Spanish through listening, reading, speaking, and writing in various aspects of time. Students also study Hispanic culture, geography, and history. Students will participate in individual, paired, and group activities as well as complete written and oral exercises to practice new vocabulary and grammar concepts. Students will demonstrate speaking and writing proficiency throughout the year. One of the main grammatical themes for Spanish II will be learning how and when to use the two different past tenses, preterite and imperfect.

· Improve listening, reading, speaking, and writing proficiency in Spanish.

· Understand the cultural and historical framework of the Spanish-speaking community.
