You can help your child be successful in his or her study of Spanish even if you are not familiar with that language. Encourage your child to talk to you about the places where Spanish is spoken.  Engage in conversations about current events in those places.  The section of their Spanish book called El mundo hispanohablante on pages xxiii-xxv may serve as a reference for you and your child. In addition, you will find information about the geography of the Spanish-speaking world and links to foreign newspapers at Spanish.glencoe.com.
In this third level book, emphasis on reading in Spanish increases as students advance in their study of the language. Consistent instruction and practice are essential for learning a foreign language. You can help by encouraging your child to review vocabulary with flash cards each day. As he or she progresses through the course, you may wish to refer to the reading skills chart on pages xxxvi-xxxix to help your child improve his or her reading skills in Spanish.
