3.   Rules of Conduct
A. Academic Rules

1.   Raise your hand and wait to be recognized before speaking.   Give more than a oui / non answer.

2. Stay on task at all times, listen attentively and follow along with the lecture, discussion, book, workbook, tape or film. 

3. After completing a test or quiz, remain silent until instructed.

4. Only FRENCH work is to be done during class.

5. Come to class prepared (materials, homework, etc).

6. Participate in all class activities.

7. Don’t copy or share work.

8. Raise your hand to get assistance from the teacher.

B. Classroom Routines

1. Be in your seat ready to work when the bell finishes ringing.

2. If you are late, get a pink slip from the Dean’s Office (even if your agenda is signed).  If you arrive during prayer, wait at the door until prayer is over.  Three unexcused tardies result in a detention.

3. Do not asked to be excused from class unless it is an emergency.

4. Use the washroom before class starts.  Notify the teacher before the bell rings you are going and return in a timely manner.

5. Sharpen pencil before or after instruction.

6. Absolute silence is expected during prayer.

7. Leave the room cleaner than when you arrived.

8. Class ends when dismissed by the teacher, not by the bell.

C. Special Situations

1. All rules apply when there is a substitute.

2. If you are going to throw up, leave the room immediately.  You do not need permission.  Come back to the room when you are able and I will send you to the Dean’s Office.

3. When going to the computer lab, walk quietly and in an orderly fashion in the hall.

4. For Fire Drills and Alarms, turn right out of the room, walk quickly and quietly down the stairs and outside.  Walk along the sidewalk to Oakton.  Continue down as far as possible to the center sidewalk.

5. For Tornado Drills and Alarms, turn right out of the room, go down the stairs and into the science hall.  Go down towards the main hall as far as possible.  Line up facing the lockers.  Do not be in front of a door with a window.  Remain absolutely silent.

6. For Lockdown Drills and Alarms, remain absolutely silent and proceed to the back corner of the room.  If you can see the window on the door, they can see you!

D.  Academic Dishonesty

1.  The Academic Dishonesty Policy of the school will be followed.

2.  Using translation programs is considered academic dishonesty.
4.  Homework policy

A.  Homework is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY!!   There will be homework from Sunday through Thursday.  Assignments will vary and may involve reading, writing, oral work or review.

B.  Homework must be completed before class begins.  Do not work on that night’s assignment during class time unless time is given to you specifically for that purpose.

D. Homework will usually be corrected in class.  Selected assignments will be collected and graded for accuracy.  

E. When you are absent, make up work is your responsibility. Generally you 


will be allowed the same number of class days that you were absent.  If it is not made up after one week, it will be recorded as a 0.  It is your responsibility to check your class folder and get the sheet of what you missed (or check the web page) and to turn in any work that was corrected during your absence.

F. No late work will be accepted except due to absence.

G. Do not use the internet or translation programs to do your work.  This is considered plagiarism and will be reported to the office as dishonesty.  The use of online dictionaries to look up unknown words is allowed.

C.  Grades are broken into the following categories:

D.  Tests / quizzes are announced in advance and you must take the test / quiz whether you were absent the previous day or not, unless you have missed too many days of instruction.

E.  No extra credit will be given per department policy.

F.  To be exempt from the final exam, seniors must have at least a 90% average for second semester.

6.  Listening / Oral Skills  / Materials
A.  Listening comprehension activities are graded as listening / oral skills.  You are expected to have your workbook open and completing the activities.  Failure to do so will result in a grade of “0”.  This grade cannot be made up.
B.  Usage of the French language by students during class is expected.  Once words / phrases are learned, I expect to hear only the French, not the English.  

C.  Materials required for class are expected to be brought to class every day (see list under #1).  

7. Attendance/Absences


A. Excessive absences are very detrimental to the foreign language learning 


process.  The attendance rules set by the school will be followed.

B. Quizzes and Tests must be made up, usually on the day returning to school and on your own time.  If a test or quiz was announced in advance and not too many days of instruction were missed, the student will be expected to take the test or quiz upon return to school. 

C. Cutting class is not accepted!  The rules of the school will be followed.  Work or quizzes / tests missed for this reason will not receive any credit and cannot be made up.
