1) What is the Excel View that most resembles a Word Window?

Page Layout view resembles a Word window because it shows the header and footer and the margins and a horizontal ruler.

2) If you are in Page Break Preview and you click on cell B1 to insert a vertical page break will the page break appear between Column A and B or Column B and C? 

Between Column A and Column B. Because it is always to the left to the left for the vertical.

3) If you click on cell A5 because you want to insert a horizontal page break will the page break appear between row 4 and row 5 or row 5 and row 6?

With horizontal it is above the cell, so it is in between 4 and 5.
