A. Understanding Averageifs Functions (Exercise 18 pg. 448)
· The format is AVERAGEIFS(range_to_average, range_to_test, condition)
· Range_to_average is the cells in the range of cells that will be averaged if the condition is true from the range to test.
· Range_to_test is the range of cells that will be tested for the condition and if the range matches the condition then they will average the other range.
· Condition is an expression that is true or false.
· Again the Condition can be based on: a label or a value.
· With the label you can use Averageif with the values you need to use Averageifs.
