1) In a function some information is entered into parentheses. What is the term or name of this information?
In the parentheses you have arguments. If you have a simple common function like =Sum(A2:A154) you only need the where criteria range. If you have a Sumif function you will have another argument the what or condition. For example 
=Sumif(A2:A154,”>24.0588”) 
2) What are some different ways that you can calculate a common function like Sum, Average, Max, Min, and/or Count?
You can write the formula or function into the cell, or you can use the ∑ key found in the ribbon to enter the function.

3) What is the difference between the common functions =Count, and =CountA?
Count will only count numbers that are found in cells. CountA counts numbers and labels so it counts anything.

4) What are the three parts to an if function like =If(b3>30,”Yes”,“No”)
If the cell position b3 is greater than 30, then enter the word yes into this other cell, if not then enter the word no into this other cell.
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
