Collecting Data
In this experiment, you will be collecting dust particle samples to analyze in the lab. Over the next two days (Sat. & Sun.), you must collect 5 samples following the instructions below. The collection times need to be at least 4 hours apart and should have at least one sample from the morning (10 am), one from mid-day (2 pm) and one from evening (6 pm). The other two samples can be collected at any of these times on the second day, whatever is convenient to your schedule. 
Step 1: (completed already but double check)

	Step 1: Find a location that is outside but under cover so it won’t get wet from

rain or any water, open to the air flow, and will not be disturbed by cleaning, pets, kids, etc. It must be very smooth, preferably made of smooth plastic or glass (avoid wood or textured surfaces).

Step 2: Dust and dry the surface where you will collect the sample. Maybe your can tape a warning label (Do not touch this area. Science project in progress.) next to the spot.

Step 3: Write a description of the location with plenty of details about where it is and why it will work as a good data collection location. Type it, save it on your flash drive, and print it if you can.

Step 4 (if you can): Take a photograph of the data collection location that you chose to use later in your scientific experiment report.


Step 2: Dust and dry the surface where you will collect the sample. Do not use a cleaner that will leave an oily surface!
Step 3: At each collection time, stick ½ of the tape on the collection area, then fold the tape to seal in the particles of dust. If possible, have someone photograph you collecting the sample.
Step 4: Using a Sharpie, record the time and date on the end of the tape. Store in the sleeve. Bring to school on Monday 9/27.
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
