SECOND SEMESTER WRITER’S OPTIONS:
** Indicates option choices that may be selected only when associated reading or unit has been done.
*Writer’s notebook entries must by typed (1-2 pages) and double-spaced with option numbers and titles indicated and cataloged on the provided Index. For the second semester, you may choose only from Option #’s 17 – 27.
Option #17: Best of 2011/Worst of 2011: Write an article for a news magazine in which you list SEVEN best and SEVEN worst events, people, fads, music, games, and any other categories you wish to include. For each category, explain why you selected each a “winner” or “loser.”
Option #18: My Year in Review: Write a personal year in review about your life in 2011. Include significant changes, both positive and negative that have occurred, as well as your hopes for the year ahead. Reminder: Use paragraph form.
Option #19: Personal Reflection: Write an insightful reflection about your time at MPA. What do you want people to remember most about you?  What would you prefer that they forget? Include the highlight(s) or low-point(s) at MPA.
Option #20: Revised Freewrite:  Revise and develop any of your freewrites into a 1-2 page essay. Make your revisions based on one or two of the six traits you have identified as something you would like to develop in your writing. (The original must accompany the revision).
Option #21:  Personal Revision Analysis *This is a companion piece to Option 20. It presumes you have selected and completed Option 20. It would be an ideal choice for evidence on writer’s goals.
* Using each of the six traits as a basis: review your revision process. For this option, you must obtain a supplementary sheet to guide your self-analysis.
Option #22 : Writing Prompt Go to the following website and choose prompt number 351,352, or 353. The numbers appear beneath the prompt.   http://writingprompts.tumblr.com/tagged/middle-school
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**Option #23: Character Reflection (50 year old True Son) Write an insightful reflection based upon the character of True Son. Presume that he has grown older and has lived a full life. Your reflection should address the following: How did the experiences as a youth shape his life? How did his identity evolve over time?  Keep the time period in mind as well as specifics from the book (e.g. Why did he make the decisions he made at the end of the novel?)

**Option #24 Collage: Create a collage illustrating the conflict between the perspectives of Del Hardy and True Son on the American frontier. Make sure each perspective reflects the character in image and word.  (See collage requirements)

**Option #25: Letter of confession (from John Proctor) Using letter format. Write a moving, emotional letter in which John Proctor from “The Crucible” confesses. Keep the time period in mind. *This is an ideal choice to work on the development of voice.*
**Option #26: Titled Journal Entry:  Assume the role of a character from “The Crucible” and write a journal entry based on an event or day in his/her life. Time period and character must be authentic.
*If you feel as though your voice is well-developed, this is a good choice to challenge you as you must establish a tone consistent with the time and character.*
**Option #27: Typed Review:  To Kill a Mockingbird Write a critique of the book and movie. Discuss characters, setting, and plot consistency. (Is the plot, etc. consistent between movie and book? Why/not?. Make some recommendations for others to follow. Would you read the book then see the movie?.....





























**Option #25: Poetry Analysis I: Select a published poem (8 lines or more) and use TP-CASTT to analyze your choice. (Attach a copy AND picture/photo that reflects what the poem is about.)
**Option #26: Eulogy Eulogize Julius Caesar. Be sure to write a memorable, intense eulogy that reflects on his personal qualities and achievements. Remember, the intensity demands that you create a dominant impression/tone, not just a list. *This choice would be good for work on Idea and Voice.
**Option #27: Critical Response Analyzing Ambition   Consider Caesar, Antony, Octavius, and modern day politicians. Ambition is sometimes a positive quality, but it can become a negative one. When does ambition cross the line and become destructive? What current and historical figures reflect the dangers of ambition?
**Option #28: Political Satire: Collect three political cartoons from news magazines or newspapers. Write a summary/or explanation of what is taking place in each. Is there propaganda being used? If so, what is the cartoonists agenda?
