AP English II Summer Expectations  2010

Shakespeare Festival – June 15-July 3, 2010, at Southmoreland Park

This year’s production is King Richard III,  a tragedy that presents one of Shakespeare’s finest villains.  Before you attend the performance, read the play so that you can establish characterization, setting, plot, and get yourself tuned in to the language of Shakespeare, etc.  Take a notebook with you and make notes on how the producer and director interpret this classic drama.  Note, too, questions you have about how the play was staged, presented, etc.  Were your interpretations from reading different from what you saw on stage?  How did the sets and costuming contribute or not to the production?  Did anything about the production bother you, distract you, etc.?

*After you have seen the production, write a two- to three-page critical reflection of the production.  Do not summarize the story or tell me you liked/did not like the play.  Reflect critically on the experience, always following evaluative statements with explanation of why and/or how.  In addition to the live theatre experience, you may use Shakespeare’s text to support your reflections.

Novels – Read The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn (Mark Twain) and Catcher in the Rye (Salinger)

*Use the attached forms to journal as you read.   As you read Catcher, you should observe Holden as if you were his psychologist/psychiatrist/therapist.  What behaviors, speech, thoughts do you find curious/bothersome?  What do you think they mean?  By the time you finish the novel you should have filled in all columns.  Be sure to note, too, those things over which he seems to obsess.  What does that mean?  

As you read Finn, trace his adventures.  His trip down the Mississippi suggests his journey to adulthood, Be sure to include what he learns on his journey that moves him closer to adulthood.  Who are his teachers?  

With both journalings, summarize your findings after you have finished the novels.  Do at least cursory research of the authors and the times to see if the authors’ personal experiences or events of the time may have impacted what happens in the novel.  Your research findings should preface your notes.  A “works consulted” should be attached to the end of each journal.
