1. She was the author of the 19th amendment.  She was the second of the NAWSA.

2. She was the first president of the NAWSA.  She was one of the original organizers of the Seneca Falls convention.

3. She reorganized the NASWA to focus on the state campaign for suffrage as well as working on the national amendment.  

4. She led the more radical National Women’s Party. She led the picketing of the White House to get women’s suffrage.

5. She attended the Seneca Falls and was still alive to vote in the 1920 Presidential election.


Name the Reforming President Roosevelt, Taft or Wilson:

1. His “Square Deal” included railroad reform such as the Elkins and Hepburn Acts, “trust busting” of Standard Oil and conservation such as the Antiquities Act.

2. His “New Freedom” included the Federal Reserve to regulate banking and the Federal Trade Commission to regulate big business as well as the Clayton Antitrust Act.

3. He ran as the Republican in the 1912 presidential election. He sued many trusts but angered Progressives for raising the tariff.

4. He was the first to enforce the Sherman Antitrust Act.

5. He finally committed to helping get women suffrage in 1918, but did not support an end to racial segregation.
