Semester 5—Theology Test 1
Question 1

Be familiar with the Caution concerning Satanology: 
· We must study this doctrine confidently.  

· Knowing that when we submit to God and resist the Devil, he must flee from us.

· Knowing that “greater is He that is in you, than he that is in the world”.

· Knowing that the Devil must kneel and ask permission of God before He can even approach a believer.

· We must study this doctrine carefully – recognizing two opposite dangers.

· Ignorance.  We should be aware of our enemy’s devices “lest Satan should get an advantage of us”.

· Interest.  One of Satan’s devices is to draw our attention away from God and to himself, even if that focus is for the purpose of fighting against him.  The secret to victory in spiritual warfare is to begin by focusing on and drawing near to God.

Know the 3 chapters that refer to Satan’s Fall:  
Isaiah 14, Ezekiel 28 and Revelation 12

Be familiar with the Original State of Satan:

· Lucifer is not an eternal being.

· Though he will exist for all of Eternity Future, He has not existed for all Eternity Past.

· Lucifer was created by God.

· Notice that he was created in perfection and holiness.  He only became sinful after he fell into sin as an act of his free will.

· He is not as powerful as his Creator—not even close!  Satan loves to exaggerate his own power in his longing for glory, worship, fear and equality with God.

· Lucifer was created as an angel of God.

· He was an “anointed cherub”.

· Satan was originally the chief cherub.

· Lucifer was created in absolute holiness.  
· Lucifer was the height or pinnacle of perfection, perhaps the most perfect creation of God. 

· He was full of wisdom.  Satan uses this wisdom against men today.  False intellectualism, pseudo-science, and vain philosophies (secular and religious) have always been favorite tools of our subtle and sinister foe. 

· He was perfect in beauty.  Though often pictured as a horribly ugly creature, Scripture pictures Satan in just the opposite light.  Satan regularly uses beauty to make sin look pleasant and pure.  He also chooses attractive earthly vessels to promote his causes.  

· He was created with built in musical instruments.  Music was designed for the worship and glory of God.  It appears that Satan may have been given charge over the music and worship of God in heaven.  

Concerning the fall of Satan, be familiar with:

The Fall of Lucifer in Ezekiel 28:

· He was lifted up and fell because of the pride of his heart over his beauty.  The sin of pride is therefore one of his chief tools which he uses against us today.  The essence of all pride is taking glory to one’s self that belongs to God.

· He retains the appearance of his original creation as an Angel of Light.  It is important to realize that he still utilizes this attribute to deceive and that his preachers also appear to ministers of righteousness.

       The Fall of Lucifer in Isaiah 14:12-14:

· Note the Five famous “I Will’s” in the Fall of Lucifer:

· I will be in the place of God – Heaven.  
· I will rule the angels of God – “stars”.  

· I will rule the creation of God 

· I will possess greater glory than God.  
· I will have the power of God.  

· Notice the contrast with Christ

· Five times in Glory, Satan declared, “I Will!”

· Three times in Gethsemane, Jesus declared, “Not my Will, but thine be done”.

· Notice that the desire for godhood was at the heart of Satan’s fall and at the heart of the fall of man.

Know the chief sins of Satan:

· Pride

· Jealousy

· Self-will

· Rebellion

· Covetousness.  The Devil desired to possess what was not his.  

Question 2

Know why God allowed Satan to tempt man:

· God allowed man to be given a choice in Eden because of His Sovereign Decree that both angels and man should possess free will.

· God granted this because of His Own holy nature.

· God granted this because of His loving desire to have voluntary love and fellowship from man.  

· God allowed man to be given a choice in Eden because of His Sovereign Wisdom in that He is able to bring greater good out of the events that have followed the Fall.  One example of this is the teaching of Paul in Romans 5 that believers have gained far more in their salvation through Christ than they lost in their fall with Adam.  

Know the meaning of these names:

Lucifer—Lightbearer/shining one

Devil—Slanderer 

Satan—Adversary/enemy

Question 3

Know the Devil’s role as the Counterfeiter of God: 

How the Devil attempts to Counterfeit the True God.

· Satan appears as a counterfeit angel of light.

· In order to deceptively imitate God, Satan appears as an angel of light.  Entire false religions have been founded by men who claimed to have been given their revelations by an angel of light.

· Satan’s most dangerous guise is always his appearance, not as evil, but as good.  Few will embrace overt evil.  It must be hidden or twisted into appearing as good.

· Satan inspires and promotes his own counterfeit Bibles.

· Satan still has an even more subtle approach to perverting the word of God.  He takes God’s perfect Word from the best translations in all the languages of the world, quotes Scripture and twists its meaning in the minds of men.

· Satan takes the Scripture out of context.

· Satan makes sure the Scriptures are misinterpreted or misapplied.

· Satan encourages men to stress on side of a doctrine and ignore the other side, ignoring all verses that challenge their position.

· Satan leads men to over stress certain doctrines.

· Satan leads men to under stress certain doctrines.  Even doctrines which we believe rightly may be so underemphasized in our thinking or living that, practically speaking, we live as if we have rejected that truth.  Satan is most successful with all five of these approaches when we are ignorant of the Scriptures.  

· Finally, we should be aware of Satan’s most dangerously subtle attack on the Scriptures.  He takes the true Words of God rightly believed, and tempts men not to apply them.

Know the Devil’s role as the Opposer of God:

· Satan attacks the family.

· Satan hinders the work of God.

· Satan afflicts men.

· Satan may afflict physically, emotionally, mentally, or spiritually.

· Satan is the source of some, but not all affliction and sickness.

· Satan blinds men to the truth of the Gospel.

· Satan accuses Christians before the throne of God.

· Satan tempts men.

· Satan deceives men.

· Satan provokes wars.  This is indicated by the end of wars when he is bound and their return upon his release.

· Satan stands against Israel—the chosen people of God.

· Satan casts doubt upon God’s Word.

· Satan changes or corrupts God’s Word.
· Satan completely denies God’s Word.

Question 4

Concerning the Temptation of Eve, study:  

· The Devil attacks with doubt.

· The Devil attacks with our own desires.  Satan used things which are part of this created world to draw us toward sin.  He is the god of this world and uses the world as a Battlefield on which to defeat us.  A key element in any warfare is to understand the terrain on which the battle will take place.  The terrain may be even more deadly than the enemy.  The Terrain of Temptation:   Satan has used these same 3 tactics since Eden and he even used them in the Temptation of Christ.  He will use them against you!

· The Lust of the flesh.

· Satan takes our God given desires and perverts them into evil desires.

· The Lust of the eyes.

· The Pride of Life.

· Satan fell through pride and caused man to fall through pride.  Men have never learned and have been falling prey to this same tactic for centuries.  How many lives, marriages, friendships, and churches have been destroyed by pride.

Concerning the Temptation of Job, study:

· The Devil attacks under Limitations.  God restrains the work of the Devil in the world and Satan has many limitations in his own nature.  He is merely a created being and possesses none of the exclusive attributes of God.

· He is not all present.  Satan came before God from the earth where he had been wandering to and fro.  The Devil can only be at one place at a time.

· He is not all knowing.  He had no idea how Job would respond or that his entire plan would end in failure.

· He is not all powerful.  He has much power, but was so conscious of his inability to overcome God’s power that he did not even attempt to do so.  

· He is not Sovereign.  He cannot tempt a believer except by God’s permission.

· God knows exactly how much we can bear.

· God will not allow Satan beyond this point.

· God only allows temptations to strengthen and to purify us.

Concerning the Temptation of Christ, study:

The First Temptation—to turn stones into bread.

· No one is immune from temptation.

· Satan strikes at predictable times when we are most susceptible.  

· After our mountain top experiences – Jesus had just been baptized and publicly announced as the Messiah by John and the Father.  The Devil strikes when we are glad and therefore not expecting or preparing for an attack.

· During our valleys – Jesus has fasted for 40 days.  The Devil strikes when we are sad, mad, in need, struggling with powerful desires, in weakness, or more tempted to be dominated by our emotions.

· Before our service – Jesus was about to begin His public ministry.  The old Serpent wants to disqualify you from serving God or reaching others.

· We can prepare for temptation.  Jesus was filled with the Spirit and had His heart filled with memorized Scripture before He faced temptation.

· Satan tempts us to act independently from God.

Second Temptation—to descend from the pinnacle of the Temple.

· Satan often strikes in areas of our strengths and therefore potential overconfidence and lack of dependence upon God.

The Third Temptation—to worship Satan in order to receive all the kingdoms of the world.

· Satan tempts us with the lust of the eyes.  We defeat this by a heart and eyes so focused on worship and Christ that the world holds no appeal.

· Satan tempts us to believe that he can give us all that we desire, but that God will not.

Question 5
Know our resources for battling Satan:

· We must stay in the Word.

· We must stay in the Spirit.

· We must stay in the Church.

· We must stay in Submissive Surrender to the Lord.

· We must stay in God’s Presence.  

· We must stay in Contrition (Humble Repentance and Confession).

· We must stay out of the World.

· We must stay out of situations that make provisions (give opportunities) to the flesh.

Know what it means to resist the Devil:

One might say that it means to Just Say No!  It does involve this, but it also includes far more.

· It means to submit to God—Satan wants you to rebel.

· It means to draw near to God—Satan wants you distant from God.

· It means to humble yourself—Satan wants you proud.

· It means to confess and genuinely repent of sin—Satan wants you to deny your sin and continue in your sin.

Know how we are to be aware and wary of the Devil’s devices:

· We are to Know how Satan attacks – lest he should gain advantage of us.

· Notice that the specific device warned of in this passage through which Satan gains a foothold of control in our lives is through unforgiveness.

· Stand guard knowing Satan will attack.

· We are to be “vigilant” – constantly alert to the dangers of temptation and attack. 

· Our response should be to remain steadfast in the faith.

· We do so by resting in and accepting how greatly God loves and cares for us and then casting our cares upon Him.

· We do so by knowing that, contrary to Satan’s lie, we are not the only ones suffering this badly.

· We do so by knowing that God will supply grace through and bring good our of our trial.

Be able to match these references and passages (KJV):  

1 Peter 5:8  Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour.

James 4:7  Submit yourselves therefore to God.  Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.  

Question 6

Concerning the Various Works of the Holy Spirit, be familiar with: 

· The Work of the Holy Spirit in relation to Creation.

· The Spirit is the Co-creator, along with the Father and the Son.

· The Spirit gave and sustains Life.

· The Spirit has the special ministry of being Creation’s Life-giver.

· The Work of the Holy Spirit in relation to Old Testament Israel.

· The Old Testament Ministry of the Holy Spirit was not restricted to the spiritual or even to the saved.

· The Spirit came upon all of Saul’s soldiers, and later Saul, while they were trying to capture David, and caused them to prophesy.

· The Spirit came upon John the Baptist from the womb.  *Note:  Even though the life of John the Baptist is recorded in the New Testament Gospels, he lived and ministered under the Old Covenant era introducing the One Who brought the New Covenant.

· The Old Testament ministry of the Holy Spirit was not automatic upon salvation.  There is no Biblical statement of an automatic indwelling of all believers in the Old Testament era from the moment of salvation – as there is in the New Testament era.

· The Old Testament ministry of the Holy Spirit was not permanent.  It could be lost.

· The Old Testament ministry of the Spirit was usually anointing for a special task, call, or purpose – not necessarily associated with distinctly spiritual matters.  These Old Testament anointings were  often for a very specific task or ability and did not necessarily have any moral effect upon the one anointed.  A familiar example of this is Samson, who was given supernatural strength for battle in spite of moral failure.
· The Work of the Holy Spirit in relation to the New Covenant. 

· The fact that there was a dramatic change between the Old Testament and New Testament/Covenant ministries of the Spirit is seen in the Old Testament prophecies of a greater ministry of the Spirit under the New Covenant.  Jesus commanded His Apostles to wait in Jerusalem for fulfillment of this “Promise of the Father”, which occurred at the arrival of the Holy Spirit in His New Testament ministry on the Day of Penecost.

· Since both the omnipresence of the Spirit and the many mentions of His active ministry in the Old Testament demand that the Holy Spirit was present on Earth before Pentecost, what is meant by the references to His coming and arrival at Pentecost? 

· The answer is clearly that the Spirit was being poured out in a new and greater New Testament ministry.  This new ministry is associated with additional blessings for New Testament believers individually and with corporate empowerment for New Testament Churches.

· It should be clarified at this point that Salvation has always been 100% by grace, accomplished entirely by God, from start to finish.  Genuine believers have therefore always been eternally secure.  Distinctions between the Old and New Testament ministries of the Spirit do not alter these Spiritual facts.
· The Holy Spirit has always played a role in salvation.  For example, no one could ever have been saved without His convicting ministry.

· However, the exact nature of this role changed from the Old to the New Testaments with the New Testament believer receiving additional ministries of the Spirit upon his salvation as part of the promised blessings of the New Covenant. 

· Under the New Covenant, Scripture is clear that the indwelling of the Spirit is synonymous with salvation.  No one can receive the Spirit who is not yet saved and every one who is saved has the Holy Spirit from the moment of salvation.  No one who is saved can lose the Spirit.  However, there are no clear passages that indicate that all of these statements were true in the Old Testament era.  The following thoughts should be considered in understanding the distinctions between the Old and New Testament ministries of the Spirit.

· The Old Testament promised a new and greater ministry of the Spirit under the New Covenant/Testament.  One specific promise in Ezekiel’s prophecy of the coming New Covenant is the indwelling of the Holy Spirit.

· Summary—The new ministry of the Spirit under the New Covenant was to be:

· Universal for all believers of all nations from the moment of salvation.  Before Pentecost, there is no record of the Spirit falling on any nation other than Israel.

· Permanently secure for all the saved.

· We have seen that the Old Testament ministry was often temporary.

· Illustrated by Samson.

· Illustrated by Saul.

· Illustrated by David.  

· *Note:  Some Bible students hold the view that believers were permanently indwelled by the Spirit in the OT and that only a special anointing was removed in the OT.  There is no clear statement concerning this in any of the above texts and it is this writer’s view that this theory does not fit with all the Scriptural facts.

· The New Testament indwelling of the Spirit is always Secure.

· Because even vile sin does not change our nature as the Temple f the Spirit.

· The New Testament ministry of the Spirit is for the sanctification of the believer.  We have seen that the OT ministry of the Spirit apparently had more to do with Power for a special task than with Purity.  For instance, there is no indication that Saul or Samson were purified by the Spirit, though they did receive His power.  

· The New Testament ministry of the Spirit also included several other new blessings, such as corporate power for the Church, special power for soul winning, and the outpouring of spiritual gifts.

· The Work of the Holy Spirit in Relation to the Unsaved.

· The Holy Spirit restrains Sin in the Lost World.  

· This restraining work will continue until the Holy Spirit is removed as the Restrainer at the Rapture.  The unrestrained work of Satan will then begin as the Antichrist is revealed on Earth.  

Question 7

Know the Definition, Time and Benefits of these Works of the Spirit concerning the Saved:

Indwelling:

· Definition:  The Holy Spirit taking residence in the believing sinner and abiding within forever.

· Time:  The Spirit indwells us at the moment of salvation.

· Benefits of the Indwelling of the Spirit

· It makes us the Temple of God.  Far from presenting the idea that only the super spiritual elite who have sought and received the Spirit through a second experience after salvation, the Scriptures are explicitly clear that all believers, even those in the most severe sins, are indwelled by the Spirit.

· As the Temple of God, we are called:

· To purity – recognizing the sacredness of God’s Temple.

· To recognize God’s ownership of our body and spirit.

· To glorify God in our body and spirit.

· As the Temple of God, we are warned that God will destroy those who defile His Temple.

· It gives us assurance of salvation.

· It gives us the power and ability to obey God.

· It guarantees our resurrection and future blessings.

Regeneration:

· Definition:  The act of God whereby, by a Second birth, He recreates the believing sinner and gives him a new nature as a child of God.

· Time:  Regeneration occurs at the moment of salvation.

· Benefits:

· We die to sin and our old sin nature.

· We become a new creature in Christ Jesus with a new nature.

· We walk in newness of life.

· We become a child of God.

· We receive a new ability to overcome temptation and the world.

Sealing:

· Definition:  The act of God whereby He “sets the Holy Spirit as a Seal upon each believer for the purpose of keeping him until the completion of his salvation.

· Time:  At the moment of salvation.

· Benefits and Features of the Sealing Ministry of the Spirit:

· Eternal Security

· Ephesians 4:30 indicates that all believers are “sealed unto the day of redemption” (the Rapture and Glorification).

· This passage clearly indicates that sin grieves the Spirit because we are sealed.  Sin does not and can not break this seal!

· Scripturally, this Security is used as an exhortation not to sin, not as an excuse for sin, as detractors wrongfully claim.

· The message of God’s Word is clear:  Because you are permanently sealed with and joined to God’s Holy Spirit, you are therefore to abstain from sin which will grieve the Spirit and defile His Temple.

· Closely related, but distinct from the ministry of the Spirit in Sealing the believer is His ministry as an Earnest (Earnest as a Symbol of the Spirit).

· An earnest is a deposit, a down payment pledging eventual complete, full, and final payment to come.

· The Holy Spirit is the “first-fruits” of all of our heavenly possessions assuring and guaranteeing us of our future possession of all the blessings of Heaven and our salvation.

· It should be noted that the One (God the Father) giving the Earnest (the Holy Spirit) not the one receiving the Earnest (the believing sinner), is totally responsible for completing the transaction.

· The Holy Spirit is thus God’s solemn word guaranteeing the eternal security of the believer!

Also be familiar with:

Note the following observations about the baptism of the Holy Spirit.

· Much confusion about this and the other ministries of the Spirit comes from the failure to distinguish between the ministries of the Spirit (regeneration, baptism, receiving, indwelling, filling, anointing, sealing, etc).  We must be careful to distinguish these.
· It is vital to understand that the New Testament NEVER commands any believer to seek the Baptism with the Holy Spirit.  Instead, Scripture presents this as having occurred at the moment of salvation when the Spirit placed us in Christ and joined us in vital union with His death, burial, and resurrection.
· This truth is a death blow to the Wesleyan Holiness, Pentecostal, Charismatic, and Enduement with Power Views, all of the which teach that the baptism with the Spirit is to be sought as a separate experience from salvation.
· We are commanded to be filled with the Spirit (Eph. 5:18), but we are never commanded to seek to be baptized with the Spirit.
· The view that Spirit Baptism occurs at Water Baptism and that water baptism is therefore necessary for salvation is refuted by the fact that the Gentiles of Cornelius’ house were explicitly stated to have been baptized with the Spirit before they were baptized with water.  *Note:  There are others who teach that Spirit Baptism occurs at water Baptism, but do not believe that this is required for salvation.  The Baptism with the Spirit on Cornelius’s house before their baptism in water also refutes these views.  
Question 8

Study the Anointing of the Spirit:
· Definition:   The act of God in outpouring the Holy Spirit upon believers for the purpose of appointing us as His Servants, empowering us for His Service, and enabling us to understand His Scriptures.

· Time:

· Every believer has received the anointing of the Spirit.

· Special anointings (outpourings) may also be available in special times of ministry upon individuals or groups.  

· Benefits:  Empowerment for Understanding of Scripture.

Study the Filling of the Spirit:

· Definition:  A conscious, constant and complete surrender to God’s will and dependence upon the Spirit’s power to live the Christian life – for the purpose of producing the fruit of souls (Acts 1:8), the fruits of empowered ministry (Acts 4:31), the fruit of victory over temptation (Gal 5:16), and the fruit of the Spirit (Gal 5:22-23).

· Time:  The filling of the Spirit may occur throughout the life of a believer.

· Nature:  

· This is the only ministry of the Spirit which we are commanded to seek.  This verb tense of this verse literally means to, “Be ye continually being kept filled with the Spirit.”

· This is the only ministry of these major ministries of the Spirit to the believer which is repeatable.  A comparison of passages in Acts reveal the same persons are repeatedly filled with the Spirit.

· This is the only ministry of the Spirit which can be lost and should thus be repeatedly sought.  

· Conditions of the Fullness of the Spirit:

· Total surrender to His Will.  

· Total dependence on His Power.  This involves the following:

· Recognition of the weakness and inability of our flesh to please God.

· Seeking (or thirsting).  This may involve asking.

· Believing.  We are filled by the Spirit just as we are saved by the Son:  By admitting we can do nothing to save ourselves/serve the Lord and trusting entirely in Christ/the Spirit to Save/Empower us.

· The Right Motive for seeking His Filling:  To Proclaim Christ—the fruit of Souls.
· Note that the word “witness” is found 33 times in Acts while the number of times that Acts references believers speaking in tongues was only 3.

· The often made statement that, “every time they were filled with the Spirit in Acts, they spoke in tongues”, is simply not true.  However, every time that they were filled with the Spirit in Acts, they did witness.  

Question 9
Be familiar with the Nature and Classification and Misuse of spiritual gifts:

The gifts of the Spirit.


Upon His arrival at Pentecost, the Holy Spirit began His ministry of gift-giving to believers and will continue it until the Rapture.  

The Nature of Spiritual Gifts:  Spiritual gifts are supernatural (albeit not necessarily miraculous) enablements bestowed upon all believers at salvation from Christ by the Holy Spirit for the purpose of edifying the Body of Christ.  

· Scripture is clear that all believers have been given one or more spiritual gifts, but no one has been given all the spiritual gifts.  

· All the spiritual gifts are given for the purpose of bringing praise and glory to God by building up the Body of Christ.

The Classification of Spiritual Gifts.  Scripture indicates that the spiritual gifts fall into three categories.

· Certain gifts were given to convey new revelation and divine information in order to complete the New Testament.

· Certain gifts were given to be miraculous sign gifts to confirm the Revelatory Gifts and reveal the identity and authority of the Apostles and leaders of the Early Church as the true spokesmen of God and the inspired authors of Scripture.  With the completion of the New Testament, these Revelatory and Sign gifts had fulfilled their purpose and became unnecessary, as the Bible is now complete, self-authenticating and sufficient for all Evangelism of unbelievers and Edification of believers.

· Certain gifts were Service Gifts and were given for the purpose of edifying churches for the entire Church Age.  
The Misuse of Spiritual Gifts.

· We may fail to put our gift into ministry and therefore cause our entire Church to suffer.

· We may envy the gifts God gave to others and not realize the vital role that God has given us in the Church.

· We may feel that our gift is the most or least important and feel pride or inferiority. 

· We may fail to use our gift in love to edify others, and instead wrongly use them to edify or exalt ourselves.

· We may all seek a single more prominent or showy gift.

· Serving only in the area of our gift.  Not all have the gift of faith, but all are to believe.  Not all have the gift of giving, but all are to give.  Not all have the gift of service, but all are to serve.  Not all have the gift of evangelism, but all are to witness.

Question 10

Be familiar with the two views of the nature of tongues:

· The Heavenly Prayer Language.  This view sees tongues as ecstatic, angelic, heavenly utterances (above mere human speech).  
· The Unlearned Human Languages View.  This view teaches that all the accounts of Bible tongues were the supernatural enablement to suddenly be able to speak the message of God in a human language of which the speaker had no prior knowledge. 

Be familiar with the summary of the arguments for the unlearned human language view:

· Pentecost Tongues were obviously human languages and this truth is beyond debate.

· Scripture never redefines or clarifies any distinction between tongues at Pentecost and later tongues.

· The Bible uses the exact same wording to describe the tongues in Acts and in 1 Corinthians 12-14, the only instances of tongue speaking in the New Testament.

· Peter said the later tongue speaking at Caesarea was identical to Pentecost.

· Ecstatic utterances would not be a miraculous sign to unbelievers, especially in Corinth where ecstatic utterances were common among the Pagan Mystery Religions. 

· 1 Corinthians 14:21 quotes Isaiah 28:11,12 as prophesying and explaining the sign of tongues.  That Isaiah definitely refers to human languages is beyond debate.

· Jesus warned against non-thought out prayer or tongue-babbling in prayer.  

Question 11

Be familiar with the purpose of tongues:

Negative:

· Tongues were not for Church Edification.

· Tongues were not for personal Edification.  1 Corinthians 14:4 is a REBUKE for attempting to use them for this selfish purpose.

· Tongues must be spoken in love and love “seeketh not her own”.

· Tongues that are spoken to edify self are just noise.  Compare 1 Corinthians 13:5, which states that love/charity “seeketh not her own” with 1 Corinthians 13:1 “though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity [love], I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal.”

· Tongues are not to prove salvation.

· Not one verse in Scripture requires tongues for Salvation!  The often used argument that “everyone who got saved in Acts spoke in tongues” simply is not true.  Some of those saved in Acts spoke in tongues while others did not!

· Even in Acts 2, only the 120 spoke in tongues—none of the 3,000 converts did.

· Tongues were never for all believers.  1 Corinthians 12:4 states that, “There are diversities of gifts” and 1 Corinthians 12:30 asks, “…do all speak with tongues?”, with the obvious implied answer being NO.  

· Since tongues disappeared for almost 2,000 years, then this would mean that no one was saved for this entire time.

· It is a historical fact that tongues ceased from the days of the first century until the beginning of the 20th century [January 1, 1901 at Bethel Bible College in Topeka, Kansas and later at the Azuzu Street Revival in California], when modern Pentecostalism began.

· Tongues were not to Prove Spirit baptism or the Fullness of the Spirit.

Positive:

· Tongues were a sign to unbelievers.  This is the only passage in Scripture (1 Cor 14:22) which states the purpose of Tongues.  We have refuted 5 states of what men teach are the purposes of Tongues.  Here we have God’s statement of the purpose of Tongues.  

· The primary Purpose of Tongues was therefore to be a Sign of (what) judgment upon (who) unbelieving Israel, which judgment took place in (when) AD 70.

Also be familiar with the Proper Practice of Tongues:  

· Tongues are only to be used to edify others, not self.

· No more than two or at the most 3 are to speak in tongues in a service.  

· No two people are to speak in tongues or prophecy at the same time.

· No one is to speak in tongues without an interpreter.  Five words spoken in an understood language are better than 10,000 words spoken in tongues when no one understands and therefore no one is edified.  

· All Gifts are to be judged, not accepted without discernment and examination.  We are commanded to “…Believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God…”

· The exercise of all Gifts is to be kept under control.  

· This is an astounding statement in light of the fact that the highest goal in Pentecostal and Charismatic services seems to be to lose control.

· Cases where there is total loss of control are boasted to be the greatest manifestations of the Spirit.  However, the Bible states exactly the opposite as it declares that, “the fruit of the Spirit is…temperance” which means self-control.  

· Gifts are not to cause confusion.

· Women are not to speak in the church (in tongues or prophecy).

· Those claiming to be spiritual must test their gifts by Scripture and submit themselves to these limits.  Therefore any supposed gifts which ignore these Scriptural commandments are counterfeits.  God does not pour out His Spirit and His miraculous power on disobedience.  We cannot perform miracles from God in rebellion against God.

· All services are to be orderly, not in frenzied imitations of the Mystery Religions.  

Know why non-Pentecostals believe tongues have ceased:

· Because 1 Corinthians 13:8 states that, “tongues…shall cease”.  The Greek language in this passage literally teaches that the gifts of knowledge and prophecy will be stopped by the coming of “that which is perfect” and that the gift of tongues will permanently cease in and of itself (because its purpose is fulfilled) at an even earlier time.  (Note:  This renders useless any arguments that tongues cannot cease, such as the often misused passage, “Jesus Christ, the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever”.  Jesus never changes, but tongues had a starting and a stopping point.  There is no “if?” concerning the cessation of tongues, only a “when?”.

· Tongues ceased because they were one of the sing gifts and the purpose of sign gifts ended with the completion of Scripture.

· Tongues ceased because they were a Revelatory Gift and the purpose of Revelatory Gifts ended with the completion of the revelation of Scripture.  

· Tongues ceased because they were a sign of Judgment upon unbelieving Israel.  This judgment was completed in AD70 (when Jerusalem was destroyed and Israel was scattered) and therefore, so was the purpose of tongues.

· The early cessation of tongues is evidenced by the fact that they are mentioned only in the earliest books of the New Testament.  Most New Testament books do not mention tongues at all.

· No verse in the New Testament ever commands believers to seek tongues as a sign of salvation, a responsibility, a sign of spirituality, or a spiritual exercise.

· Another evidence that the cessation of tongues and the other sign and revelatory gifts took place in the First Century is the simple Historical fact that they did cease at that time.

Question 12

Be able to match the following passages and references:  

Acts 1:8 – But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you:  and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem and in all Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

Galatians 5:16 – This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.

Galatians 5:22-23 – But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.

Ephesians 5:18 – And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit.

Romans 8:9 – But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you.  Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.  
Question 13

Be familiar with the problems with Theistic Evolution:

We are not the product of millions of years of death and suffering through Theistic Evolution.

· Some naively feel that this viewpoint can be reconciled with the Bible.  However this view completely destroys the foundational truths of the Christian Faith and the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

· Theistic Evolution denies that there was ever was a literal Adam made from dust or an Eve made from his rib.  Instead it teaches that male and female evolved from an earlier ape like state together. 

· This view teaches that God created man by a process of millions of years of suffering, agony and death.

· Theistic Evolution denies that death and suffering were the penalty of man’s sin, and teaches instead that they were created by God and were the tools He used to create man.

· This view assaults God’s character by making Him the author of evil.

· This view destroys the entire basis of salvation through the death of Christ.  If death came before sin, then it cannot be the wages of sin.  If death is not the penalty of sin, then the death of Christ did not pay the penalty of our sins.

Be familiar with the sacred value of life:

We are the purposeful Creation of an all-powerful, all-knowing Creator God.  Because he is created directly by God, because God directly breathed the life into man, and because he is made in the image of God, man has infinite worth and sacred value from conception to death, regardless of his age, health, intelligence, or ability to contribute to society.  

Also be familiar with the purpose of our Creation:
· Man was not created to meet some need on the part of God.

· God is not only all-powerful, all-knowing, and all-present, He is also all-sufficient.

· God has no need which man was created to meet.  God was not lonely or in need of companionship, love, praise, or worship.

· The purpose of man’s creation was for the pleasure of God.

· We were created to fellowship with God.

· We were created to know God.

· We were created to experience the person of God.

· We were created to experience the love of God.

· We were created to glorify God.

· We were created to honor God by obedience.

· We were created to have a fearful reverence of God.

· We were created to worship God.

Question 14

Know the views of our Fallen nature:

Theologians who accept the reality of man’s Fall in Genesis have held the following positions concerning the nature of its affect on mankind.

· Pelagianism – there was no sinful nature which was passed on from Adam.  God only holds individuals responsible for their own sin.  Adam set a terrible precedent and left a poor example, but that is all.
· Arminianism – Man’s holy nature has been weakened, but not removed and man is therefore still capable of living without sin.  This view of man’s nature always leads to theologies that include good works as part of obtaining or keeping salvation.

· Augustinian View – All men are born with a depraved sin nature and are therefore lost sinners from conception, incapable of true righteousness.  This is the Biblical position.  

· All men inherit the Adamic Sin Nature and are thus born as sinners.  I sin because I am a sinner.  I do not become a sinner because I sin!

· Man is incapable of pleasing God or of any good works which can earn God’s favor for obtaining or keeping salvation apart from the grace of God and the death of Christ for sin.

· Man is guilty for three reasons:

· Man is guilty because of Imputed Sin.  Because of the unity of the human race, the guilt of Adam was passed on to all of his descendants.

· Man is guilty because of Inherited Sin.  Because we are the physical and soulical offspring of Adam, we inherit his physical nature and his sin nature.

· Man is guilty because of our Involvement in Sin.  Each of us has willingly chosen to commit and practice sin.

· The nature of the depravity of man.

· Depravity does not mean that lost man is incapable of love, noble acts, good deeds, unselfishness, reverence for God, compassion, decency, morality, heroism, self-sacrifice for the good of others, or of responding to God’s love and grace.

· Depravity does mean that all of these good acts are utterly corrupted by man’s inner nature and therefore earn no favor before God.

· Depravity does not mean that men are as bad (sinful) as they can be, but rather that they are as bad off (guilty) as they can be.

· Depravity does not mean that men live lives of utter wickedness, but it does mean they have a nature of utter wickedness and were it not for restraints on our nature, we would all live lives of utter wickedness.  The best of us has the capacity to be just like the worst of us.

Concerning Man’s Future, be familiar with the 2 Judgments:  
· The Judgment of the Lost at the Great White Throne Judgment.  All who are judged at this Throne are lost and are, in fact, raised up form Hell to be judged both to officially pronounce their guilt and their sentence, but also to determine the degree of their punishment in the eternal Lake of Fire.  The worse the sin of the lost man, the hotter his place in Hell.
· The Judgment of the Saved at the Judgment Seat of Christ.  All who are judged at this throne are saved and are judged for the purpose of receiving Rewards for their pure hearted service for Christ after their salvation.  

· The purpose of this Judgment is NOT to determine Salvation.  Your eternal destiny in either Heaven or Hell is already decided before you leave this life.

· The purpose of this Judgment is NOT to punish sin.

· The purpose of this Judgment is to Reward Believers for their pure hearted, good works after their salvation.

Know the size of the New Heavenly Jerusalem:  

· The city is thus approximately 1,400 miles long, high and wide.

· How big is a city this size?  This is some fifteen times the combined surface of the entire earth, including both land and water area!

Be familiar with the nature of our resurrected bodies:

· These bodies will be like His glorious body.

· They will consist of flesh and bone.

· Christ ate in His glorified body.

· These bodies will not be subjected to laws of gravity and time.

· They will be recognizable bodies.

· They will be eternal bodies.
