Genesis

Be familiar with:

Main Content : Genesis is the story of the beginning of the Redemption of Man through the 

promised seed of Abraham. Chapters 1-12 briefly survey the history of the world up to Abraham. With the conversion and call of Abraham in chapter 12, the book zeroes in on him and his seed.

Title – from the Greek word “generations”, “origin”, “source” or “beginning”

Theme – the selection of Israel as God’s chosen nation for His redemptive plan for mankind

Key Word – beginning

Key Verse – Genesis 3:15 – the Proto-Evangelium (First Gospel)

Key Chapters

1) Genesis 1-2 – Creation

2) Genesis 3 – Fall

3) Genesis 6-8 – Flood

4) Genesis 10-11 – Table of Nations and Tower of Babel

5) Genesis 18-19 – Sodom and Gomorrah

6) Genesis 22 – Abraham offers Isaac

Author – Moses who also wrote Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers and Deuteronomy
Date – spans the first 2 steps of the Bible
1) Genesis 1-12 covers Step 1: the Beginning – Approximately 4,000-2,165 BC

2) Genesis 12-50 covers Step 2: the Hebrew Fathers (and Job) - Approximately 2,165-1,800 BC

3) Time of writing of Genesis – between 1450-1400 BC. Was written to the Jews at the time of the Exodus as a history of the Jewish people up to that point.
Recipients – to the generation of the Exodus
Christology – Jesus Christ is clearly pictured throughout this book
1) His virgin birth, His being bruised for our iniquities on the cross, and His crushing of Satah through the resurrection are all prophesied in Genesis 3:15. 

2) His sacrifice for and clothing us in His righteous is pictured by the coats of skin God made for Adam and Eve.

3) His blood sacrifice is seen in the offerings of Abel and His innocent death is seen in the murder of righteous Abel.
4) His representative headship is represented by the first Adam.

Importance and Distinctives 
1) Genesis is the first, foundational, and most far reaching book of the Bible, covering not only more time than any other book, but actually covering more time than all the other books of the Bible but together.

2) Genesis is the oldest historical writing in existence. The Table of Nations in Genesis 10-11 is the only document of its kind from the ancient world.

Comparison – Genesis can be compared with Revelation. Genesis is the foundation of all 
Biblical doctrines while Revelation is the consummation of all Biblical doctrines.
Creation

Be familiar with the 7 evidences for Creation:

1) All of the best & the majority of scientific evidences indicate the Earth is young, not old.

2) There is no evidence for evolution in the fossil record of the past. Evolutionist don’t have one real or proven example of evolution between any two species in the entire fossil record.

3) There is no evidence for evolution in the present. There is not one example of real evolution in all of human history.

4) Evolutionists still have no working theory of how evolution actually takes place.

5) Evolutionists have no explanation of the Origin of Life. The Spontaneous Generation of life from non-life is considered absolutely impossible by science and yet it is also considered to be where all life originated.

6) Evolutionists have no viable explanation for the origin of the universe.

7) Evolutionists have no real evidence from geology. 

a. All the best evidence indicates that the strata (layers) of the so-called geologic column were laid down rapidly by a global flood, not over millions of years. 

b. The geologic column is often pictured in textbooks and is called by many the best evidence of evolution.

c. The trade secret of Geology is that the geologic column exists in theory only. It exists nowhere in the real world. Different layers are found in different parts of the world and stacked in a theoretical column.

d. The layers are determined and dated by the fossils found in them which are in turn dated by the layer in which they are found. All the strata and fossils are actually dated by the assumption that evolution is true and the assumed order and time of the evolution of the creatures found in the fossil record.
Know the 7 things you must reject in order to accept Theistic Evolution:

1) Reject Genesis 1 & 2 completely.
2) Reject belief in a literal Adam and Eve.

3) Reject belief in a literal fall – thus invalidating belief in a sin nature and therefore the need for a Savior.

4) Reject belief in the literal genealogies of Scripture, including those of Jesus.

5) Reject belief in a literal interpretation of the Bible.

6) Reject belief in the headship of the husband over the wife – which is based on the order of creation.

7) Reject belief in the trustworthiness of all who spoke of a literal Adam. This would include Moses, Paul and Jesus.

Be familiar with these contradictions between Genesis 1-2 and Evolution:

1) Genesis declares that vegetation existed before the creation of the sun on day four. Evolution demands the existence of the sun for any life to develop or survive on Earth.

2) Genesis declares God made man directly from dust. Evolution declared that man evolved from some sub-ape creature.

3) Genesis declares God made woman from man’s side. Evolution demands that they evolved simultaneously.

4) Genesis declared sin existed before, and was the cause of all, death. Theistic evolution proposed hundreds of millions of years of death, suffering, and extinction before sin.

Know the answer to the question “Why aren’t dinosaurs mentioned in the Bible?”
· Some feel that the answer may be that, not only are dinosaurs mentioned in the Bible, but they are mentioned on the first page of the Bible when creatures from the animal kingdom are mentioned in the Bible, on day five of Creation. 

· Clearer references to dinosaurs, complete with chapter long descriptions are given elsewhere in the Bible - example Job 40-41.
· Of course the Bible never uses the word dinosaur since that terms wasn’t invented until 1841. The Bible uses the words dragons, sea monsters, behemoth and leviathan.

Temptation

Be familiar with the principles of temptation:
1) Satan works best when hidden.

2) Satan always chooses attractive vessels to advertise sin.

3) Satan always attempts to cause us to doubt whether or not something is really wrong.

4) Satan always tries to make us think of God as too strict, unfair, or as robbing us of enjoyment.

5) Once Satan has us conversing, he has us considering.

6) Satan always tries to convince us that God is not trustworthy.

7) Satan always tries to convince us that we can get away with sin.

8) Satan tries to convince us that God doesn’t really love us or have our interests at heart.

9) Satan tries to convince us that we are missing out if we say no to sin and yes to God.

10)  Satan always tries to convince us that we are in charge.

11)  Satan appeals to our curiosity.

12)  Satan always lies.

13)  Satan always uses the same basic tactics.

14)  Satan often uses another person to tempt us.
Know how Adam and Eve responded when confront about their sin:

1) They tried to hide their sin.

2) They tried to hide themselves from God.

3) They tried to excuse themselves by blaming someone else.
The Life of Abraham

Be familiar with Ur:
· The family of Abram dwelt in the city of Ur of the Chaldees (in modern Iraq).
· Ur was located south of Babylon and was a major port city on the Euphrates River.
· Ur was one of the chief cities of the ancient world and capital of the kingdom of the Sumerians. 

· It had a population of about 300,000 and was one of the world’s leading trade center.

· Ur was also a major center of pagan religion that flowed out of Babel. There was a massive ziggurat tower constructed after the design of the Tower of Babel. Pagan temples in Ur honored Nannar the moon-god and his wife Ningal.
· The reference to Ur is one of many examples of where the Biblical text was once scoffed at by liberals. Skeptics long denied both the historicity of Abraham and the existence of Ur. Archeology silenced the skeptics when the ruins of Ur were excavated in 1922-1934.
Know the first giving of the Abrahamic Covenant is in Genesis 12.
Be familiar with the provisions of the Abrahamic Covenant:
1) “I will make of thee a great Nation”. Here God first promised to produce the nation that will be Israel from the seed of Abraham. This is the primary meaning of the statement.
2) “I will bless thee”. God promised personal blessings to Abraham. His seed is also included by implication in the promise of great blessings

3) I will “make thy name great”. Outside of the names of Jesus and God, no name in history has been more honored by more people than the name of Abraham.

4) “Thou shalt be a blessing”. This promise speaks first and foremost of Abraham and then of his physical seed, but it also extends to his spiritual seed. The seed of Abraham has been the source of untold blessings to the world.

5) “And I will Bless them that bless thee”. God here promises blessings on all people and all nations who bless Abraham and his seed.

6) I will “curse him that curseth thee”. God here promises cursing on all people and all nations who curse Abraham and his seed. Those who curse Israel place themselves under God’ curse.

7) “And in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed”. This is a reference to Christ coming as the ultimate Seed of Abraham to bless all nations through salvation made available to the world.

8) The covenant introduced here is further expanded and affirmed to Abraham, to Isaac and to Jacob.

a. The Abrahamic Covenant is an eternal covenant.
b. The Abrahamic Covenant is an unconditional covenant.
c. The Abrahamic Covenant is literal.

d. The Abrahamic Covenant is non-transferable.
· Israel has not been permanently set aside as God’s people and replaced by the church as wrongly taught by those holding to Replacement Theology. This view claims that Israel has been permanently rejected by God, but that God is still keeping His promise to Israel, because these promises have now been transferred from the physical seed of Abraham to the spiritual seed of Abraham in the church.

· If God made specific promises to Israel as a nation and never delivered what He promised, these would be broken promises even if He gave something else (spiritual blessings) to someone else (the church).

Be familiar with God’s unconditional blood covenant with Abraham:
· Abram asked God for confirmation of His covenant. 

· God tells Abram to assemble animals for the sealing of the covenant.

In Abram’s time, the 2 parties of a blood covenant would slaughter and divide animals and then walk hand in hand together between the pieces, thus signifying that they would keep the covenant under penalty of death.

· God then placed Abram into a deep sleep and passed through the midst of the animals alone, signifying that His covenant with Abram was unconditional. 

God’ s covenant with Israel is therefore not dependent upon anything that Abram or his descendant would ever do. Thus Israel will always be God’s chosen people.

Be familiar with Abraham’s Calvary and Mt. Moriah:
· God tests Abraham by telling him to offer his only son Isaac as a sacrifice. 

· Abraham’s great faith is seen in the fact that he “rose up early” to obey God with no hesitation, “accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead”.

· They reach Mt. Moriah after three days journey and Abraham tells his servants that he and Isaac would both return, another sign of his great faith.

· The land of Moriah was part of Jerusalem where the Jewish Temple was later built.
· Isaac asks “where is the lamb?” Abraham answers “God will provide Himself a lamb”.

· Abraham binds a willing Isaac to the altar and raises his knife to slay his only son.

· God cries out “Abraham, Abraham” & stops the sacrifice. Abraham just passed the test!

It is Jesus Himself who stopped Abraham from slaying his son, knowing that it was He, not Isaac, who would be given by His Father as the sacrifice for sins.

· God shows Abraham a ram in the stead of his son. Christ was offered in our stead. Abraham names the place Jehovah Jireh, “The Lord will provide”.
Job

In the introduction be familiar with:
1) Theme – The contemplation of Israel’s God’s Sovereignty over Suffering. The theme of Job is not the suffering of Job, but rather the sovereignty of God.
2) Author – The author of Job is not mentioned, but the following individuals have been proposed:
a. Moses – (the view of Jewish tradition). Moses probably either authored or commended this book to the Jewish people, or they never would have accepted this non-Jewish work.

b. Elihu – the fourth friend

c. Job

3) Date – The book of Job is thought to be the oldest book of the Bible. Its events occur during the time of the Patriarch, just before or after Abraham’s time.
4) Purpose and Message – Job addresses the issue of “Why the righteous suffer?”.
Be familiar with:
God will never allow anything to happen to you that He does not intend to be for:

· Your good
· Other’s blessings
· His Glory

God will never allow anything to happen to His children which is more than they can bear with His Grace.

Know Job’s right response:
1) He mourned.
2) He worshipped.
3) He focused on what God gave, not on what God took away.
Know what each of Job’s friends based their advice on and the basic argument of each:
1) Eliphaz - who bases his arguments on mystical visions and personal experience and declares that Job should repent, because all his sufferings are the result of his sin.
2) Bildad – who bases his argument on tradition and declares that Job should repent, because all his sufferings are the result of his sin.

3) Zophar – who bases his argument on personal opinion and declared that Job should repent, because all his sufferings are the result of his sin

4) Elihu – who remains silent until the end out of respect for his elders and finally declared that all of them are wrong.

Be familiar with Elihu:
· Elihu explains why he has remained silent and why he now must speak. 
· Elihu actually comes closer to the truth in his speeches than anyone this far. 
· It is wrong to accuse him of being a brash young fool as some commentaries do.
· It should be noted that God never condemns him, as He does Job’s other 3 friends.

· Elihu did not accuse Job of suffering for his sin as had the others but he does condemn Job for accusing God.

· Elihu exhorts Job to humility before God.

· Elihu is angry at Job and his three friends

· He is upset that Job “justified Himself rather than God” and that Job’s self-righteous and prideful defense has finally brought Job to the point of accusing God.

· He is upset with the three friends “because they had found no answer, and yet had condemned Job.” He find fault with Job’s three accusers for having condemned Job without proving any of their charges against him.

· Elihu has waited to speak because of his youth. He delays until everyone is exhausted from the lengthy debate with Job. This debate has provided no answers concerning the real reason for Jobs’ suffering. Elihu could no longer refrain himself from speaking.
· Elihu defends God’s righteousness in suffering by saying that God has the right to remain silent and still be just and sovereign. 
· Elihu also says that to understand suffering we must see God’s glory.

Know the general reasons why God allows suffering:
1) All suffering is ultimately the result of the entrance of sin into this world at the fall. 

a. We all partake of the suffering simply because we are members of the human race and live in cursed bodies in this cursed world.

b. A perfect world demands free will. No one wants to live in a world without freedom. God was not a heavenly tyrant who created a world of slaves and robots. He wants us to love Him because we freely choose to do so.

2) Some suffering is the result of personal sin

a. Though God could justly punish all men because of their inherent sinfulness, He doesn’t. 

b. Job struggles with the fact that no specific sin seemed tied to his suffering. There did not seem to be a direct cause and effect between any personal sin and his suffering

c. Some suffering is a result of personal sin. However, not all suffering is the result of personal sin

3) Some suffering is the result of the sin of others. Example – David’s family
4) Some suffering is for the Glory of God, that He might demonstrate His grace, power, comfort and deliverance.

5) Some suffering is to purify and strengthen us to make us more usable in God’s service and more like Christ.

6) Some suffering is allowed by God because He is using it to accomplish a greater good.  Example – Joseph and Christ

Be familiar with the summary of God’s basic message to Job:
· Job, can you understand even the simplest thing of the ways of My creation? (No)

· Job, look upon Me, can you understand Me or My ways? (No)

· Job, can’t you understand that you can’t understand all of My ways?

· Now Job, behold My wisdom, My glory and My love and ask yourself the question, even though you can’t understand, can you trust Me? (Yes)

Know the reasons why Job was victorious in his suffering:
1) Job focused on the fact that God has given us all we have. Thus God has the perfect right to take these things and we have still been blessed to have had them.
2) Job was rooted & grounded in the Word of God before the suffering came into his life.

3) Job was pure. Personal guilt always intensifies suffering.

4) Job turned to God in suffering.

· This is often the last thing we want to do but is the one thing we need to do.

· It should also be noted that Job repeatedly asked “Why?” and wan’t rebuked for it.

· When God chose not to tell Job, Job demanded an answer and concluded God was unjust if He didn’t give one. Job was rebuked for this. God has the right to chose to answer why or leave it unanswered and expect us to trust Him. We may not be able to comprehend the answer so God cannot explain it to us.

People and Places
Cain – first person born, son of Adam and Eve, brings fruit of the ground as an offering to God 

who rejects it, given an opportunity by God for repentance, murders his brother

Abel – second person born, son of Adam and Eve, brings an innocent lamb as an offering to 

God who accepts it, murdered by his insanely jealous brother Cain

Seth – son of Adam and Eve, name means “appointed substitute”; he continues the line of the 

promised seed from which the Messiah will come

Enoch – lived 365 years and was translated (“caught up” to be with God) to heaven without

 
death, a picture of the rapture

Methuselah – oldest recorded man, lived to be 969 years old

Nimrod – grandson of Ham, founder of the kingdoms of Babel/Babylon (modern Iraq), leader 

of those building the Tower of Babel, demanded to be worshipped as a god-king, started the first fertility religion and demanded sexual acts with temple prostitutes/priestess to bring a good spring and abundant harvest.

Semerimus – wife of Nimrod who took over this false cult when Nimrod died, had a son who 

she claimed was conceived by a sunbeam from Nimrod (who was now the sun god). Claimed the son was a reincarnated Nimrod. Began to be worshipped as the Queen of Heaven, Mother Earth and Mother Nature.

Tammuz – son of Semerimus and sunbeam, worshipped as a god. Semerimus and Tammuz 

were the first mother/son cult.

Melchizedek – the King-Priest of Salem (Jerusalem),meets Abram when he returns from battle 

with wine and bread and blesses him. This first reference to bread and wine in Scripture 

is a picture of the future offering of the body and blood of Christ on the Cross. Abram 

gives him tithes of all.

Goshen – the land in Egypt where the Israelites settled 

Lot – nephew of Abraham, the servants of Lot and Abram begin to argue over grazing rights. 

Abram tells Lot there shouldn’t be strife between them and lets Lots pick his land. Lot 

chooses the well watered plains of Jordan and pitches his tent towards Sodom. We 

always move toward or near sin before we move in to sin.

Terah – descendent of Shem, father of Abraham, Abraham took Terah with him to Harran, he 

dies and Abram quickly moved on, Terah means “delay”.

Hagar – Sarai’s Egyptian handmaiden who bears Ishmael to Abraham when he is 86. The 

“Angel of the Lord” appears to her & promises that Ishmael will father a wild race. 

Ishmael – will father a wild and violent race. 

Keturah – Abraham’s wife after Sarah dies, they have six sons, among those sons is Midian, 
from whom descended the Midianites (enemies of Israel)

Laban – uncle of Jacob, daughters Rachel and Leah marry Jacob. At their first meeting Rachel 

approaches Jacob with her father’s sheep and Jacob removes the well stone and greets her with a kiss. Jacob strikes a bargain with Laban to labor seven years for the right to marry Rachel. After the seven years are fulfilled, Laban deceived Jacob and gives him Leah (his oldest daughter) to marry, Jacob then agrees to work for Laban for 7 more years for Rachel but weds her in one week

Jacob – marries sisters Rachel and Leah, has 12 sons, his name was changed to Israel

Esau – son of Isaac and Rebekah, twin brother of Jacob, Esau is born first, red all over, with 

Jacob grasping his heel. He despises and sells his birthright (to Jacob) for a mess of 
pottage. He counted instant gratification of his desires of more value than the future 
blessings of the birthright. The father of the nation of Edom.
Potiphar – an officer of Pharaoh and captain of the guard, bought Joseph (age 17) as a slave

Know these husbands and wives:
Abraham and Sarah

Issac and Rebekah

Jacob and Rachel (whom he loved most) and Leah (older sister of Rachel)
Know the meanings of these names:

Abram – exalted father

Sarai - contentious

Abraham – father of a great multitude

Sarah - princess

Isaac - laughter

Know the following

1) The ark took 120 years to build.

2) The dimensions of the ark – 450 feet long, 75 feet wide, 45 feet high

3) The length of the flood was 371 days.

4) The ark landed on the mountains of Ararat.

5) The Moabites and Ammorites – long time foes of Israel, were the offspring of Lot and his two daughters.
6) Job lost 10 children.
7) God the Father (who is pictured by Abraham) sends His Spirit (pictured by Abraham’s servant Eliezar) to prepare a Bride (the church as pictured by Rebekah) for His Son (Christ as pictured by Isaac).
