1. Use of ENGLISH words. -Unpardonable! Try to be flexible and find a different word, synonym, or paraphrase. Study your lists of VOCAB!!
2. Gender -Try to use only words of which you are sure whether they are masculine or feminine. Look p. 24A on your «Cahier de rédaction».
3. Wrong verb endings – Study your verbs p. 23 on your «Cahier de rédaction».
Tu always has an «S»
IL / ELLE never has an «S»
4. Contractions -Do not write: des les; à les; à le, de le etc. (exception with masculine and plural)
It’s  des; aux; au, du (But only if «le» and «les» are articles) - Study p. 24B on your «Cahier de rédaction».
5. Wrong use of « DU, DE LA, LE, L’, DES» after expressions of QUANTITY or negative. (DE) 
 Study p. 24B on your «Cahier de rédaction».
6. « EN + Present PARTICIPLE » often forgotten.
It is wrong to say « par lisant » etc. instead of «EN LISANT» (by reading)
7. LACK OF AGREEMENT between adjective, noun, or pronoun
Do not write: nous sommes occupé, but NOUS SOMMES OCCUPÉS. The adjective always agrees with the noun. 
8. LACK OF AGREEMENT between subject and verb
Do not write: Les gens est malade; but les gens SONT maladeS.
9. Wrong use of UN or UNE with PROFESSIONS.
M. Duclos est professeur de danse; NOT un professeur de danse.
Je veux devenir ingénieur : NOT un(e) ingénieur.
10. Weak knowledge of être VERBS (past tense); 
Do not write Elle avait allé, instead WRITE Elle était allée.
Nous avons arrivé, instead WRITE  Nous sommes arrivés.                                                                                   Please review your favorite song : Allé, parti, sorti, venu, descendu, retourné, arrivé, resté, passé, monté, tombé, né, mort, devenu, revenu, rentré, entré ! (If COD after the verb Switch for avoir- Ex : J’ai descendu mes livres (What ?))
11. LACK OF AGREEMENT of past participles (PP). -PP’s agree with 1) être verbs (subject)  2) reflexive verbs (always use «être»-subject)  3) COD
12. Confusion between DIRECT (Who? Or What?) and INDIRECT (Preposition + Who? Or What?)
(I did them= Je les ai faits (What?)) direct – (I asked him=je lui ai demandé (To Whom?) indirect 
13. LACK OF SUBJUNCTIVE where it should be used (WENDY) and p. 26 on your «Cahier de rédaction»
14. USE OF SUBJUNCTIVE where it shouldn’t be used (especially after CROIRE, PENSER, and ESPÉRER in affirmative sentences.
15. CONFUSION between 	«plus» (more)
«beaucoup» (a lot)
