Chapter 1 – Section 3 Patterns in Today’s World

Migrate – to move from one place to another
Urbanization – when people leave villages and farms and move to cities. (Usually in order to find jobs)

Refugees – people who are forced to leave their homeland because of war or unjust government

World Population Growth – Rapid increase in recent years. Currently approximately 6 billion people.

· Rapid increase in population can put demands on resources such as food, water and housing. 

· Since 1950, world food production has increased faster than population on all continents except Africa. 

Conflicts between groups and nations can be caused by disagreements over:

· Land (example – Israel and the Palestinians)

· Religion

· Race

· Political beliefs

NAFTA – North American Free Trade Agreement

Rights – benefits and protections guaranteed by law. (Example – in U.S. – the right to own property)

Responsibilities – duties owed to fellow citizens to insure the government continues. (in a democracy – voting)

In totalitarian governments people have no rights, and their responsibility is to obey the law. 

Globalization – the development of a world culture and interdependent economy.
