Modern Technology is making the world smaller (easier for people to communicate with others and learn about far away places.)

Ethnic Group - people who share a common culture, language or history.  The largest ethnic minority populations in the U.S. are 

1. African Americans

2. Hispanics

3. Asian Americans

4. Native Americans

Customs – practices handed down from the past

Minority Group – group of people who are different (culture, race, sex, ethnic etc.) from the group with the most wealth and power in the region.

Majority Group – group of people that control most of the wealth and power (The majority group is not always the largest group in numbers. For example, women are considered a minority group in the U.S. despite making up 51% of the population.)

Census - a count of the number of people in a country. Since 1790, a census has been taken every ten years in the United States.
