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Course Description
Information Technology (IT) Fundamentals (BUS 6670) introduces the essential skills needed for students to pursue specialized programs leading to technical and professional careers and certifications in the IT industry.  Students have an opportunity to investigate career opportunities in four major IT areas:  Information Services and Support, Network Systems, Programming and Software Development, and Interactive Media.
Objective
To introduce skills related to information technology basics, keyboarding skills, internet fundamentals, network systems, computer maintenance/upgrading/troubleshooting, computer applications, programming, graphics, Web page design, and interactive media.  To explore ethical issues related to computer and Internet technology and develop teamwork and communication skills that will enhance student employability.
Textbook:  Thompson Course Technology Computer Literacy IC3 Basics
Supplies:  One three hole folder with pockets and a pen.  You can purchase an inexpensive USB Flash Drive (2 GB), but not required, for saving class work.   You can also save on the computer.
